Scientific conferences on key issues were carried out in cooperation with other institutions,
to raise public awareness and rallying on common goals. The highlight was the exhibition «Dodona.
The Oracle of Sounds», which was hosted at the Museum of Acropolis, in cooperation with the National
Archaeological Museum.

The Work of the Ephorate of Antiquities of Thesprotia during the years 2015-2017

During the years 2015-2017 the Ephorate of Antiquities of Thesprotia started the restoration and
promotion works of the ancient theater of Gitana, a project financed by NSRF. It participated in the
project «Cultural Route of the Ancient Theaters of Epirus», a project that concerns a comprehensive
modern tour of five archaeological sites -Dodona, Gitana, Kassopi, Nicopolis, Amvrakia- and focuses
on ancient theaters and stadiums. At the same time the last phase of the archaeological works within
the framework of the project «New Port of Igoumenitsa» was completed. Also, the Ephorate carried
out restoration works in many Byzantine and post-Byzantine monuments and the First International
Conference on the Archaeology and History of Thesprotia was organized with great success. Finally,
the Ephorate, among others, published a book about the monastery of Giromeri and made a series of
periodical exhibitions.

The Work of the Ephorate of Antiquities of Aitoloakarnania and Lefkas during the years 2014-2016

In this paper will be presented the excavation and research work of the Ephorate of Antiquities of
Aitoloakarnania and Lefkas during the last three years. This period was particularly important, as the
large excavations that were being carried out during the construction of Ionia Odos and other smaller
road axes (Paraionia, connection of the area Aktio-Vonitsa with Ionia Odos) were completed. Rescue
excavations were carried out in at least 30 locations covering a total area of 150.000 m?, offering findings
that date from the Middle Helladic (2000-1600 BC) to post-Byzantine period (16" century AD). New
settlements, unknown cemeteries, agricultural and laboratory installations, sanctuaries, a monastery
and fortification towers are among the new data that changed the archaeological map of the area. The
completion of the great excavations offered new information, enlightening the history of the two ancient
nations that lived in the western «borders» of the Greek world. Moreover, the NSRF projects that
implemented by our Ephorate will be presented, as also the rescue works that were carried out in post-
Byzantine monuments in Lefkas after the earthquakes of 2015.

The shipsheds at Oiniadai

The shipsheds at Oiniadai are the best preserved example of its type in the ancient Greek world. Their
function was to shelter under a roof and out of the water triremes of the naval forces. Partial excavations
of the complex were carried out by Benjamin Powell and Joshua Sears in 1900-1901. Uncovering of the
slipways was completed in 1986-1995 by the then 6" Ephorate of Prehistoric and Classical Antiquities
under the direction of Lazaros Kolonas. This presentation will concentrate on the latest digital
documentation carried out at the site in 2015-2017 and the obtained new architectural results.

Ekistic-topographic aspects of Molossia and Cassopaia

The ekistic pattern of ancient Epirus has been reconstructed mainly on the basis of field survey and
less by excavation. Granted that there is a scarcity of written sources it is to be expected that issues
occasionally emerge concerning its ekistic organization and historical topography. This essay focuses
on the two of the most current issues: the identity of particular settlements of Molossia in the loannina
Basin and the nature of the Cassopean settlements which are connected with the Elean colonies in
Epirus. The discussion of the relevant problems centres on a systematic study of the archaeological
finds, the epigraphic evidence and historical sources. The research findings are reconsidered in the
light of the physical geography and the relationship of people with space (practical, social, economic,
religious etc.). Also the inhabitants” relations with local mythical and historical tradition are taken into
account.

Looking for the Epirote tribes in the Roman period: An archaeological survey

According to ancient authors, Epirotes experienced, 167 years before the birth of Christ, an apocalypse.
The end of their world had arrived. Within few hours, 70 settlements were destroyed and 150,000
people were sold into slavery. From that day onwards the historical research mainly focuses on the
Roman civil wars and the great victory of Augustus at Actium. The Epirote ethnoi and especially the
Molossians were lost and forgotten in the vastness of the Roman Empire. The present article examines
the archaeological evidence associated with the major tribes of Epirus in the Roman period. A synthesis
is proposed of the epigraphic, numismatic, cultic, funerary finds and evidence for occupation in relation
to their findspots and their topographical data. This investigation may lead us to a better understating
regarding the Epirotes who lived in difficult conditions especially during the early Roman times.

The Hellenistic glass from Epirus: An interdisciplinary approach

In this first systematic interdisciplinary study of Hellenistic glass excavated in important archaeological
sites in Epirus (Dodona Sanctuary, Ambrakia, Cassope, Gitana, Elea and Dymokastro) a total of 180
samples have been studied using state of the art analytical techniques (Scanning Electron Microscopy
SEM/EDX, Laser Ablation Inductively Plasma Mass Spectrometry, LA-ICPMS, Thermal Ionization
Mass Spectrometry-TIMS) and statistical methods (Principal Component Analysis, PCA). The aim of
this interdisciplinary study is to improve our knowledge on the composition of the glass and the
provenance of the material, thus providing valuable information on the position of Epirotic regions in
the commercial networks of this period and showing the socioeconomic interactions of the Epirotes
with the Greek world. The analytical data and the statistical analysis reveal particularly interesting
information about the technology and the provenance of the samples, confirming the historical and
archaeological research. In addition, new data about the provenance of the samples is identified giving
new insights about the commercial and socio-economic activities of ancient Epirotes.

Hunter-gatherers in transition: The case of Boila rockshelter in the Ioannina prefecture

Excavations during the 1990s at Boila Rockshelter at the mouth of the Vikos Gorge, where the Voidomatis
River flows into the plain of Konitsa, revealed an occupation site complimentary to the previously
established network of Upper Palaeolithic settlement in the area. Other sites further within the gorge
include Klithi and Megalakkos rockshelters. In contrast to these, Boila was also in use during the early
Holocene and therefore provides evidence for adaptation by Final Upper Palaeolithic hunter-gatherers
to the changing environmental conditions in the region. Our paper presents new information on stone
tool technology at Boila from the Final Upper Palaeolithic and Mesolithic, which expands on the already
rich evidence from the region, as well as offering comparisons with sites from other areas in Greece
and elsewhere.

New data for the Early Neolithic period in inland Epirus:
A settlement from Episkopi, Serviana (Ioannina)

Salvage excavations at the site of Episkopi (Serviana, Ioannina) brought to light a Hellenistic rural
facility and a Roman cemetery. At the area of the cemetery a series of pits of various dimensions were
discovered, dug into the natural clay soil. More specifically, pit A contained an important number of
lithic artefacts and of handmade pottery. Nine postholes (A-®) (two eight shaped, six circular and one
of uncertain shape) were traced on the floor of the pit. The structure, possibly a subterranean hut, has
been radiometrically dated to the Early Neolithic period. This paper aims at presenting some preliminary
remarks from the study of the lithics and the handmade pottery.

Two clay spoons from the Middle Helladic settlement of Palampouti, Neochoropoulo (Ioannina)

In 2009 at the site Palampouti of Neochoropoulo (Ioannina) a prehistoric settlement of Middle Bronze
Age came to light. The settlement yielded a significant number of handmade pottery, clay spindle
whorls and flint artifacts. Among the pottery, two possible parts of clay spoons, which have been
found at the northwestern part of the settlement, are of special interest. Clay spoons were very common
in Europe and the Balkan peninsula since the Neolithic period. For Epirus, it is a unique finding, with
the exception of the Early Helladic clay spoon from Sevasto Thesprotia, indicative of the dietary habits
of the inhabitants.

The Molossian cemetery at Liatovouni and the absolute chronology of the Epirote Early Iron Age

The Molossian Cemetery of Liatovouni, in the plain of Konitsa, at the confluence of the Aots and
Boidomatis Rivers, dates from the closing stages of the Late Bronze Age (ca. 1200 B.C.) down to the
late 5" or early 4" century B.C. The earliest tomb, with diagnostic Mycenaean kterismata, is easily dated,
as are those tombs, beginning in the later 8" century B.C., with imported Geometric pottery from central
and southern Greece. Imported pottery continues in the cemetery throughout the Archaic and Classical
periods, but the date of the intervening tombs —many containing only matt-painted, coarsewares, or
metal objects —are much more difficult to date. A recent project of 14C AMS radiocarbon dates on
human bone from the cemetery has, for the first time, provided a clear absolute chronology for the
period in Epirus between 1200 and 800 B.C.

New archaeological data (prehistory and protohistory) from the Konitsa plain and the Ioannina
basin: The dimensions of space-time

The archaeological supervision of two major public works in the plain of Konitsa and in the Katsikas
area yielded some important new findings for the topography of the area. Combined with older
archaeological data, new conclusions are drawn about the extent of habitation in different periods of
prehistory and historical times. The long-term use of Konitsa plain has already been documented, but
the possibility of a lake settlement at the southern edge of lake Pamvotis is very interesting. Its existence
at this point is supported for the first time by archaeological research. Direct and indirect indications
will be presented here.

Retaining system in the wall of the west stoa of Dodona

Within the framework of the NSRF program, work was carried out with the purpose of protecting and
showcasing the west stoa and the votive pedestals at its east. A prerequisite for the safe completion of
the works was the retaining of the west-back wall, part of which was preserved in very poor condition.
The structural material suffered intense disintegration which led to a loss of mechanical properties and
a deviation of the wall from the vertical. In order to avoid the risk of collapse, immediate protection
measures were taken by means of designing and constructing a retaining system. This retaining system
was planned taking into account the particularities and problems of the wall, aiming at avoiding
dilapidation and also at allowing maintenance and restoration work.

Regarding the research of the Dodona lamellae

The current research is part of Dodona on line, a project under the auspices of Pierre Bonnechere,
Professor of the Center of Classical Studies of the University of Montreal (Université de Montréal,
Centre d’ Etudes Classiques). The project aims to edit online the inscriptions of the oracular tablets
from Dodona, as they appear in the two monumental volumes published by the late scholars S. Dakaris,
I. Vokotopoulou and A.- Ph. Christidis, edited by S. Tselikas, under the title “The Oracular Tablets of
Dodona, from the Excavations of D. Evaggelidis”, Athens 2013, almost 4216 inscriptions. The current
presentation is focused on the methodology and the preliminary results of the research carried out by
the members of the Greek team, within the aforementioned project. The research is based on two axes:
the first pertains to the reexamination through autopsy, of the lamellae- under study, as well as their
photographic documentation, due to which new readings may come out, that will allow a more complete
restoration. The second axis is connected to the text interpretation, pertaining to issues regarding dating
as well as linguistic peculiarities and content.

Educational activities at the Archaeological Museum of Ioannina: 2014-2016

Thirty-four (34) educational programs have been developed the last years at the Archaeological Museum
of Ioannina (AMI) twenty (20) of which are carried out. Each program has been designed by the
archaeologists of the Ephorate within the framework of festivities, of public activities on a national
level of the Ministry of Culture and of International campaigns. Today, from the bulk of the programs,
five (5) are addressed to kindergarten and primary school children, while most of them, almost eighteen
(18), to children of the last classes of primary school and three (3) to high school students. Within the
Framework of the National Strategic Reference Framework two Museum Kits have been developed,
one for the ancient toys of the Museum and one for the Sanctuary of Dodona respectively, as well as
a digital application. The latter entitled “The adventures of Molossidis: Timodamus’ trip” is bilingual
(Greek-English) designed for a touch screen and distributed for free for operating system of portable
devices: Android 4.2 and iOS 7.

Rural establishments, dated in Roman and Early Christian period, in Ioannina
basin along contemporary Ionia street

A rural establishment located between Episkopiko village and Ampelia, in the south side of loannina
basin, revealed during the works of Ionia Street’s construction. Although it has been partly excavated
until now, could be suggested that it existed since Early Iron Age till early Christian age. The residues
of the settlement were spread in the top and in the slopes of a low, rocky hill. To be précised, pottery
of early Iron Age has been found that prove residence. Demolished single-wing buildings in the south-
west side and foundations of a complex building - with two at least recognizable, building phases- in
the east have been revealed, dated to roman era. Moreover ten graves of different types (cist and roof
tiled) have been excavated that also could be dated on roman and early Christian period.

Restoration proposal for the roman villa at Kranoula, Ioannina

This report concerns the restoration proposal and rehabilitation study of the roman villa rustica,
identified on the western foothills of Mt. Mitsikeli, north of the modern city of loannina. The villa is a
typical example of the residential model that prevailed along the countryside during the imperial
period, thus contributing to our knowledge of Roman Epirus’ landscape. According to the archaeological
data, architectural and typological characteristics it belongs to the type of rural villa with portico and
its erection can be dated at the end of the 2" AD c. The villa holds a critical position both in terms of
spatial communication networks as to the proximity to fertile land for agriculture. The building ruins
bear severe pathology requiring urgent securing measures. The restoration study aims to rescue the
remaining infrastructures through mild and reversible interventions, consistent with the nature and
character of the area and its environment.

Tracing the influences of the Cretan School on the Post-Byzantine painting of Epirus:
The example of the icon Archangel Michael by Emmanouel Tzanes Bouniales
(second half of the 17" century)

The icon of Archangel Michael by Emmanuel Tzanes Bouniales (second half of the 17" century) is
studied as example of an artwork by a painter of the Cretan School, the presence of which in the
Monastery of Panaghia Eleousa on the Island of the Ioannina Lake, lead to the diffusion of its iconographic
type to the circles of the Post-Byzantine painters who were active in the region of Epirus. The composition
is typical of the style of its creator, bearing references to the Byzantine tradition and reserved adoption
of characteristics of the 16" and 17*-centuries western painting. It has been reproduced on icons and
wall paintings of Epirus from the Late 18" to the 19* centuries and has influenced indirectly other
artworks produced mainly by the Kapesovites painters. Regarding the conditions of its transfer to the
Monastery of Eleousa, we may correlate it to the Epirotic community in Venice, members of which
were art collectors, published and financed publications -including an Acolouthia by the painter under
study- and bequeathed assets to churches and monasteries of loannina, including the Monastery of
Eleousa.

The activity of Linotopi painters in Zagori: Iconostasis and portable icons

A number of portable icons in the churches and monasteries in Zagori are ascribed to the activity of
painters from Linotopi, a village on Grammos mountain. Consisting traveling companies based on a
family structure, they seem to have been arrived in this region at the last decade of the 16" century and
worked in frescoes and iconostasis until the sixth decade of the 17 century. Their art is rooted in the
Paleologan and early post-byzantine tradition of western Macedonia and influenced by the so-called
Continental School (or Epirotic or School of NW Greece). Although the Linotopi painters formed
individual styles, their works represent simplified tendencies distinguished by linearity, ignorance of
beauty, disharmony of masses, weakness in the drawing of faces and limited color range. The study
of the portable icons in the region o Zagori offers new evidence about the Linotopi painters concerning
their career, the development of their art and their co operations.

Restoration works on monuments by the Ephorate of Antiquities of Ioannina, in the framework
of programmatic agreements between the Ministry of Culture and Sports and the Region of
Epirus (2014-2017)

The Regional Unit of Ioannina includes a large number of ecclesiastical monuments from all periods,
built in urban centres, settlements of traditional or modern character, monasteries and chapels. During
the 2014-2017 period, with the implementation agency of the Region of Epirus, restoration projects of
ecclesiastical monuments were implemented under the supervision of the Ephorate of Antiquities of
Ioannina and in consultation with the Holy Metropolis of loannina as well as the Holy Metropolis of
Dryinoupolis, Pogoniani and Konitsa. A series of programmatic agreements was signed between the
parties involved quoting the conditions for the execution and the monitoring of the projects, which are
designed as appropriate to deal with severe chronic problems of static and waterproofing by restoring
the facades of the temples, repairing or replacing the roofs and other individual components. This
enormous task resulted in the preservation, consolidation and enhancement of the historical physiognomy
of the monuments, which were delivered to the local communities as upgraded places of worship and
cultural reference.

Conservation, protection and rehabilitation works of historic buildings in Ioannina

decorative relief, sealing joints and cracks. In addition to traditional methods and materials, nanotechnology
products were used on these interventions, whose successful implementation demonstrates the significant
role of applied research of new materials and conservation techniques.

The Directorate of Conservation of Ancient and Modern Monuments had the
supervision and responsibility of hiring technical staff and highly skilled workers in the protection and
restoration of metal, stone, paper, wooden, glass, ceramic and textile items.

Long term 3D monitoring of micromovements of the stone bridge structure in the Aoos river
near the settlement of Konitsa

Establishment of local control trigonometric network and prism targets for the long term monitoring
of 3D micromovements of the stone bridge structure in the Aoos River near the settlement of Konitsa
in the prefecture of Ioannina. This project targets to a long term digital observation/monitoring of the
stone bridge structure in order to evaluate the movements of the bridge attributed to local weather
conditions, earthquakes and other natural causes. For the data collection an automated measuring
system is used to avoid human interference in the measurements procedure and minimize systematic
and blunder/ gross measurement errors. The main output is the measurements, its statistic processing
and the procurement of diagrams of movements in three dimensions through time. In parallel the
photogrammetric 3D model of the stone bridge, will be presented with the use of close range
photogrammetry method.

The stone bridge of Kleidonia or Kleidoniavista: An approach to its structure and
function in space and through time

The arch bridge of Kleidonia or Kleidoniavista is situated quite close to the town of Konitsa and stands
on Voidomatis river, connecting the area of Konitsa with West Zagori and, therefore, with Ioannina.
It is one of the most remarkable stone bridges of Epirus with a segmental arch, a representative example
of traditional, local craftsmanship, with successive phases of construction -from the post-Byzantine
period, up to its present form dating to1853- maintained in a quite good condition. It is evident that
the bridge had a key functional importance for the region as we can see from the references about it in
the local history and folklore.

The ancient theater of Gitana: The works during the first two years of the restoration and
preservation project, in the framework of the Regional Operational Program “Epirus 2014-2020"

The ancient city of Gitana, founded in the mid 4" century B.C., served as the political center for the
Thesprotian ethnos or Koinon. It was built according to an organized urban system and had important
public buildings. The theater of Gitana has been systematically excavated since 1996, under the direction
of the Emeritus Ephor of Antiquities Kalliopi Preka-Alexandri. The monument presents large-scale
damage, mainly due to ground instability and groundwater action. Our communication will outline
the general principles of the «Study for the restoration and enhancement of the scene building, the
orchestra and the central part of the theater of Gitana» and will present the work done to date for the
restoration of the monument, a project which is currently under way, beginning in late 2015, in the
framework of the Regional Operational Program of Epirus 2014-2020.

Gods and heroes at the sealings of Gitana

Despite the relatively large information we have for the deities of the Hellenistic epirotic pantheon
from the inscriptions, coins, statues, coroplastics, vase-painting and their worship buildings in the area,
their iconography is not satisfactory. The depictions of the seal impressions of gods such as Zeus,
Athena, Artemis, Aphrodite, Apollo, Hermes, Dionysos and his circle, Eros but also heroes such as
Hercules, Odysseus, Omphali and the symbols of many of these, contribute to a fuller knowledge of
the subject. The depictions of the gods and the heroes come from monumental and statuary types or
have been influenced by various mythological circles, nationally known, while some of them also
indicate the rituals that were performed during their worship or struggles for their honor. Some
performances may be associated with areas of the wider epirotic region as evidenced by their inscriptions
or other elements.

Revealing the secrets of the tower: New evidence on the life in the Roman villa
of Agios Donatos of Zervochori

Field work conducted by the Thesprotia Expedition revealed 2005-2009 a previously unknown important
Early Roman villa rustica that was built inside the Early Hellenistic fortress on Agios Donatos of
Zervochori. The basement of the Hellenistic tower was initially reused by the inhabitants of the villa,
but later turned into a dump, thus creating thick strata which give us a unique picture of the composition
of pottery, small finds but also the way of life in the villa, especially between the late 1% BC and the
mid 1% AD. We offer in our paper a conclusion of the final results of the study of the finds from the
rich tower dump.

The church of St. Nikolaos at Lias, Thesprotia

The church of Agios Nikolaos Lia is located in the northwest of the settlement, on the slopes of Mount
Murgana. It is a small one-storied wooden-roofed temple today, with a triple arch and a narthex in the
west. Its interior must have been painted with frescoes of the first half of the 17% century, but today
the decoration is preserved mainly on the western and eastern sides and in the lower zones of the lateral
walls. The murals in the pediments of the western and eastern walls have been covered by the modern
roof. The painting of the church presents some common elements with other neighboring temples,
which are decorated around the same period as the katholikon of the Raidiotissa monastery in Vrosina
and the church of the Assumption of the Virgin in Petrovitsa.

The type of fortified house in Epirus, Greece and the Balkans during the Ottoman domination:
The case of Koulia in Paramythia

The men’s necessity for protect themselves against risks led them, since antiquity, to build towers.
Since the 17" century, in the Turkish-occupied Balkans, a type of fortified residence developed particularly,
indicating in this way the general insecurity that prevailed at the time. From these towers-houses,
which called koulies, came the two-storey or three-storey type of mansion. Today, fortified houses
preserved in Epirus, Greece, the neighboring Albania, but also the rest of the Balkans, with Koulia,
located in Paramythia of Thesprotia, to be a typical example of this architectural type.

Settlements and urban organization in lower valley and estuaries of river Acheron during
antiquity: Synthesis of bibliography and the new archaeological data from the last decade

In the region of the lower valley and estuaries of Acheron, there are a large number of sites with
architectural remains, findings and indications dating from the Bronze Age up until modern times.
Numerous ancient writers mention the area and describe a much different landscape to that of today.

The enhancement work at the archaeological sites of Nekromanteion and Ephyra:

New archaeological data, objectives and challenges
The works for the enhancement of the archaeological sites of Nekromanteion and Ephyra started in
April 2011 and were completed in late 2015. The site of Nekromanteion possessed only rudimentary
infrastructure, which did not however ensure safe and easy access for special groups of visitors. On
the other hand, Ephyra was an unknown site to the general public. Primary objective of the project was
the modernisation of the Nekromanteion so as to ensure safe and easy access to all visitors, as well as
to protect and promote the unique nature of Ephyra. During enhancement works diverse challenges
had to be overcome in the he attempt to create an expanded archaeological site consisting of monuments
from different historical periods which would be presented separately and with the most comprehensible
way for the visitors.

Evidence from Cassope about the art of ceramics and toreutics

Among the ceramic finds that have come to light from the excavations of the University of loannina
in Cassope are the bowls with embossed emblems inside at the bottom, constituting a homogeneous
whole. This decorative relief is found in metal- and earthen-ware of open shape from Classical times
onwards and is more common during the Hellenistic period. Its transfer on to clay is considered an
imitation of the metal vessels. The emblems of the bowls of Cassope form figurative representations
and plant ornaments. On the basis of their iconographical and stylistic parallels, as well as the morphological
characteristics of the vessels, we trace the prototypes of the ceramic products to the art of toreutics and
the influences shaping the character of the local workshops. This local production is dated by means
of stratigraphic data and is studied in its historical context, bringing out aspects of the socio-political
and economic life of Cassope.

The theater of ancient Cassope: Investigation of its form and the restoration proposal

New evidence about Byzantine Nicopolis

The last months of 2015, just before the Project “Restoration and Enhancement of the Roman and Early
Christian Monuments of Nicopolis of the NSRF 2007-2013 Programm “Competitiveness and
Entrepreneurship” was completed, a small archaeological excavation took place within and parallel to
the Cristian fortification of Nicopolis, specifically next to its north gate, the so-called Oraia Pyli, heading
towards west. A series of makeshift rooms were unearthed which were built, partly, on top of the
sidewalk of the Decumanus Maximus. Dry stone walls consisting reused roman material, as well as
portable finds could place these constructions into the late 6 century. The detection of destruction
layers inside these rooms and the coins which spotted underneath, dating back to 7 century, provide
new evidence about the history of Nicopolis after the 6" century. Combined with earlier excavation
data, it seems that a major disaster occurred in the city in the early 7* century.

The Ionia Odos motorway: Crossing the land of Aetolians, Acarnanians and Amphilochians

The large excavations along the axis of Ionia Odos have brought to light extensive residential remains
at various locations. Cities and smaller settlements with or without fortifications came to light especially
in the area of Aetolia, as the modern road axis in this part, due to the natural terrain, followed the
ancient road of Nikopolis-Patras, passing through this area. Ancient cities, either occupying natural
slopes formed by terraces, that are strengthened by retaining walls (such as the settlement at Stano
close to Amphilochia or Makyneia), or huge planes (such as the lower city of ancient Halicyrna), they
now compose a clear and complete picture of the residential development of these areas during antiquity.
At the same time they provide valuable information not only in regard to the private and public life
of Aetolians, Akarnanians and Amphilochians, but also as for the trade and cultural exchanges with
the outside world.

The harbor of ancient Plevron: The new excavation data

after the construction of the Ionia Odos motorway
During the construction of Ionia Odos at the site «Three Churches» close to Mesolongi, where a Hellenistic
fortification is preserved, the rescue excavation that carried out provided new data for the intertemporal
occupation of the site from the Early Bronze Age to Christian times. According to most scholars, the
position is identified to the port of Plevron, one of the most important Aetolian cities, which is built in
place naturally fortified and strategic, controlling the road linking southern Greece with Epirus and
the sea passage between Ionian islands and Western Greece. At the same time, extensive clearing works
that carried out on either side of the visible wall of the Hellenistic period revealed unknown parts of
it. The present paper focuses on the presentation of the new excavation data emphasizing to the
prehistoric ruins, while tries to detect commercial relations and contacts with other major centers of
the ancient world.

The bath installations of ancient Halicyrna

One of the largest excavations that were carried out by the Ephorate of Antiquities of Aitoloakarnania
and Lefkas during the construction of Ionia Odos was in the area of Aghios Thomas near Messolongj,
where extensive residential remains came to light. These are attributed to the ancient Halicyrna. The
city has a regular urban plan formed according to the “Hippodamian plan”. The insulae created by the
vertical and horizontal streets form houses, public buildings, shops, as well as laboratory installations.
Among the building complexes stands a public bath, the central area of which is decorated with an
elaborate mosaic floor. In another house a private bath with a clay bathtub was also investigated, while
its floor is decorated with pebbles.

Hellenistic pottery with “west-slope” decoration from Aitoloakarnania

We present locally produced Hellenistic pottery with “west slope” decoration from Aitoloakarnania
(Thyrreio, Oiniades, Nafpaktos, etc). The ceramic pottery and sherds in question are quite difficult to
date in most cases, due to the lack of a sealed stratigraphic matrix. As regards decoration, which occurs
primarily on six vase-shapes (plates, conical bowls, pyxides, cylindrical unguentaria, guttus-type askoi
and kantharoi) and is clearly inferior in quality to products of neighbouring towns (Aigion, Patras,
Ambracia, etc.), we can say that linear incised motifs prevail, as well as the “disintegrated” or “broken”
ionic moulding (i.e. incised ovola alternating with painted three- or five-leaved patterns). Therefore,
we attempt to delineate the particular physiognomy of pottery manufactured locally in Aitoloakarnania.

Hellenistic pottery from the east cemetery of Naupaktos in Aetolia

Rescue excavations during the last decades within the town of Naupaktos have brought to light an
abundance of graves of the Hellenistic period and have clearly defined the boundaries of the town’s
two cemeteries, east and west. The hereby presented Hellenistic pottery comes from three tomb complexes
covering practically the entire Hellenistic age (circa the end of the 4™ c. BC until the early 1 c¢. BC). The
tombs in question were excavated on the junction of Anytes and Herakleous streets in “Varnarachi”,
during 1973 (by Mr John Papapostolou) and 1980 (by Mrs Cornelia Axiote), and they fall within the
east cemetery of the ancient town. These graves (of which only one is undisturbed as an entity) were
cists built of big limestone blocks or slabs and they contained in total ninety-one (91) clay vases (lamps,
kantharoi, plates, unguentaria, amphoras and amphoriskoi, phialae, oinochoai, pyxides, feeding bottles,
small flasks, guttus-type askoi, etc). Most of these vases were locally manufactured. We bring up
resemblances to the rest of workshops in the region, whereas, at the same time, we trace potential
peculiarities of the local Naupaktian workshops and influences from other, contemporary, more famous
production centres.

The excavation of the temple of Apollo at Action: An account

The temple excavated is roman rebuilt by Octavian-Augustus after the victory at the naval battle at
Action in 31 B.C. Just above the foundations of the ancient temple of Apollo Actios, a doric peripteros
with pronaos and sekos, errected during the archaic period. For the needs of the Roman temple the
east facade was rearranged with a podium and a paved area. Inside the sekos were found two colossal
marble heads the one late Hellenistic the other Roman, presumably belonging to the cult-statues of
Apollo. The pottery found is representative of all the periods of the sanctuary. Some corinthian arybaloi
and alabaster and many sherds, attic, Hellenistic black-glazed and Roman red-glazed. The coins though
not abundant are very interesting.

Coin hoard from a farmhouse in the region of Pagoi in northern Corfu

In 2006, on the northwestern coast of Corfu, in the region of Pagoi, a farmhouse was revealed during
arescue excavation. The farmhouse was in use during the Classical and Hellenistic period. In an indoor
area of the farmhouse a plain clay vase was discovered with a hoard of twenty six coins, mostly Pegasi
of Corinth and its colonies. There were eleven staters and one drachm from Corinth, ten staters from
Leucas, one stater from Anactorion, two didrachms of Taranto, an electron Siculopunic stater, as well
as a silver earring. The coins are dated from the time of Timoleon, after the mid-4" century BC, to the
conquer of the island of Corcyra from Pyrrhus, in the first quarter of the 3 century BC.

Research program for the study of human skeletal material from the ancient
Lefkas cemeteries: A preliminary report

In 2016 an interdisciplinary project was initiated, aiming to study the osteological material from a
decent portion of burials, which were unearthed during the last decade from the South and North
cemeteries of ancient Lefkas. The study was conducted at the University of Patras Laboratory of
Palaeontology and Stratigraphy. The skeletal material was segregated into individuals and various
morphological methods were applied in order to determine sex and age, as well as metrics for stature
estimation. Discriminant factor analysis was also carried out, comparing metric data with that of a
modern population. Furthermore, statistical analysis showed the male/female ratio, adult/juvenile
ratio and average age at death. The palaeopathological study of the material included detailed macroscopic
observation of each bone, thus various bone manifested diseases (skeletal pathologies), injuries/fractures,
dental hygiene, and cases of malnutrition and generally bad nutrition were examined. Statistical analysis
was also held, helping us to draw conclusions regarding the health of the population.

The work of the Ephorate of Antiquities of Cephalonia: Recent excavations of the Ephorate and
actions for problem-solving after the recent earthquakes

This talk aims to present the excavations and research undertaken by the Ephorate of Antiquities of
Cephalonia during the last three years. There will be an attempt to associate this work with older
excavations and surveys conducted by the Ephorate and present the retrieved data which pose new
research questions. There will also be an account of the problems caused by the recent earthquakes to
the island’s monuments, mainly those dating at the post Byzantine period and to various other buildings
under the Ephorate’s aegis, as well as ways of tackling these problems. The main goal of this presentation
is to stress out the diverse work of the Archaeological Service of the Ministry of Culture and Sports,
the need for handling issues that constantly arise due to peculiarity of the area (intense seismicity) and
last, the need for co-ordination and collaboration with other departments of the Ministry for the
preservation of our cultural heritage.

The pottery from the Mycenaean site of Palia Stane-Prospholeika, Kephalonia:
Some preliminary remarks

The site of Palia Stane-Prospholeika near Argostoli (Kephalonia) was identified in 2009 and has been
excavated until now in three seasons as a rescue excavation by the Ephorate of Kephalonia. Itis a unique
settlement site in this region, which has been known almost exclusively from its tombs. The study of
the pottery started in 2015 by the author and is still at a preliminary stage. The pottery examined so
far spans the periods LH IIIA2-B to Protogeometric, but the bulk of it is LH IIIC. In this paper some
preliminary conclusions will be drawn on the characteristics, dating and connections of the pottery
and the information the pottery sheds on the duration and character of the settlement. A comparison
with the pottery from the tombs will also be attempted in order to identify meaningful similarities and
differences between the funerary and domestic spheres in the postpalatial period in the region.

The coinage of Kefallonia: Pale, Krane, Same, Pronnoi

Kefalonia is the largest island of in the Ionian Sea. The location of the island in the Ionian Sea has been
significant for controlling the navigation and therefore the wealth of obtaining, once approached the
ports of merchant ships. In mythological tradition the founder Mullet and his sons established the
homonymous cities of Pale, Krane, Same and Pronnoi. There was no common coinage of Kefalonia.
The cities issued their own silver coins and copper with rich iconography. Based on the data of hoards
the coins of Kefalonia were disposed almost exclusively for the needs of the internal market. So, the
purpose of this paper is to collect the currently known coins from public and private collections, so as
to establish a corpus, in order to obtain a clear picture on the coinage of the island (history, dies,
iconography, metrology, circulation).

Bridges of the period of the British occupation in Zakynthos

The Ephorate of Antiquities of Zakynthos has carried out through self-supervision since 2014 the sub-
project «Archeology», within the framework of the project «Replacement of the central water supply
pipeline from Tsipou quarry of the Local Community of Lithakia to the central reservoir of the Municipal
Unity of Zakynthos in Bochali», incorporated into the Operational Program «Western Greece-Peloponnese-
Ionian Islands 2007-2013» and implemented by the Municipality of Zakynthos. The works that are in
progress include excavations, landfills, placement and boxing of the central water supply pipeline,
construction of wells and restoration of the road surface. During the excavations, five bridges of similar
construction were discovered. Three of them have the year of their construction (1827) inscribed on
their keys. These bridges, together with some others found in other areas of Zakynthos, date from the
period of the British occupation of the island (1809-1864). During that period, important infrastructure
projects, such as road network, bridges, as well as a part of the harbour, were carried out on the island
of Zakynthos and in the other Ionian Islands.

The building history of the Monastery on the Strofades Islands

Aim of the paper is a presentation of the building history of the monastic complex of the Monastery
on the Strofades Islands. The building complex of the monastery consists of four wings of monastic
buildings arranged around a narrow and elongated courtyard. Most of the southern wing is occupied
by the impressive monastic tower, which forms the initial core of the building complex, as it incorporates
remnants of the buildings of the earlier building phases of the monastery and includes the new katholikon
of the Monastery built in 1609. The monastic wings are dated to the 18" and 19" century. Incorporated
within the northern wing there is the chapel of St. George, a building of the late 16 or early 17 century.

Early Iron Age pottery in Epirus, South-Eastern Albania and Western Macedonia:
Common trends and regional preferences

The recent study of the LBA to EIA pottery from the stratified settlement of Sovjan near Korcé (article
by M. Gori and T. Krapf in Iliria 2016) allows a thorough re-evaluation of the local pottery in the wider
region and to connect the material culture of both sides of the Pindus mountain range, especially the
Upper Aliakmon valley and the district of loannina. The latter shares many common features with the
tumuli of SE Albania. The present poster aims at comparing the regions through the highlighting of
common ceramic shapes and motifs, but equally local differences and preferences. Matt painted pottery,
well known for the EIA in the entire zone, is a good indicator, but cooking pots and other shapes are
equally respected in this study. This allows e.g. to better understand the position of the Epirote key
site Vitsa in its wider cultural environment.

Two tombs of the end of the Bronze Age at Skamneli Zagoriou

The summer of 2016 an undisturbed cist tomb was located by a group of locals outside the village
Skamneli Zagoriou. The grave contained two skeletons furnished with pottery, bronze and bone jewelry,
as well as with a significant number of beads of various materials. Not far from it, a second cist tomb
came to light, which seem to have been disturbed 30-40 years ago. These two graves can be added to
the list of cist tombs, placed in strategic points of inland Epirus (Kalpaki, Mazaraki, Elafotopos) and
associated with the emergence of a new powerful social group, which derives its power from the control
of movements and commerce.

Stamped terracotta rooftiles from the acropolis of Kastritsa

Recent development works carried out at the acropolis of Kastritsa, in the loannina basin, revealed an
important number of stamped terracotta roof tiles, with variant types of stamps, bearing symbols
(dolphins, palmettes, etc.) as well as Greek characters or names. The tiles were found, mostly within
the destruction layers of the acropolis building complexes. This poster presents a preliminary typological
classification of the stamps, in comparison to similar published finds from adjacent areas (the loannina
basin, Dodona, etc.), in order to study the circulation of terracotta roofing products in the region and
to investigate the possible activity of workshops covering local demand, in the Hellenistic and early
Roman period. Furthermore, this study focuses on the excavation context (dispersion per type in
building complexes or destruction layers), as a contribution to the archaeological documentation of
the site.

A sanctuary of the Hellenistic period at «Ai-Lias” Giourganistas in the municipality of Zitsa

During the summer of 2008, the 12 Ephorate of Prehistoric and Classical Antiquities in cooperation
with the former Municipality of Molossoi, conducted minor excavations in “Ai-Lias” Giourganista hill
in the Municipality of Zitsa. The English traveler Leake, mentions near the Giourganista site the existence
of an ancient settlement named «Orraon». The limited excavations at selected points of the hill didn’t
reveal ancient architectural remains but gathered Hellenistic pottery, bronze coins, a significant number
of bronze rings and several parts of clay female figurines of the Hellenistic period, probably votive
sanctuary. Coins and terracotta products mainly reflect relations with neighboring Ambrakia, which
particularly in the second half of the 4™ century, enjoyed economic prosperity and products from its
workshops were dispersed all over NW Greece.

Illicit trade products in the region of the Ephorate of Antiquities of Ioannina

In October 2016, the Department of Heritage and Antiquities of the Police Directorate of Athens handed
over to the Ephorate of Antiquities of Ioannina a golden wreath (3-2" century BC) along with two
post-Byzantine icons of the 19" century, which were confiscated as products of illicit trade in antiquities
in the region of Ioannina. A similar incident happened in March 2017, when a partly preserved silver
bow] with gilt decoration below the rim (4"-3 century BC), was confiscated. On the occasion of these
confiscated antiquities, a preliminary presentation will be attempted. We will address issues such as
the rise of the illicit trade in cultural material, the “thief effect” of history and culture theft of a local
community, the measures which should be taken for the protection of cultural heritage as well as the
general protection measures to be adopted against illicit trade in antiquities in the context of the social
contract and the distinction of the public good from self-interest.

The work
of the conservators of the Ephorate of Antiquities of loannina (2014-2017)», the invisible world of the
Conservation Laboratory is presented. The exhibition was not designed to show important works of
art and antiquities from churches, archaeological sites and collections, but the very responsible task of
conservation of antiquities and works of art for the protection and preservation of our cultural heritage
in the conservation laboratory through authentic exhibits, conserved or at the stage of conservation.
The purpose of the exhibition is to show the complex and distinct Work of Conservation, showing
unknown fields to the general public and unfolding in front of a visitor what is happening to a work
of art from the moment of his introduction to the Conservation Laboratory until his inclusion in a
museum collection or his return to its initial position.

A rescue excavation at the visitor’s building area of the archaeological site of Gitana, Thesprotia

’Ev Tov Toviov k0ATov puxws...: Voyages in the Ionian Sea from
the archaic times to the roman conquest

The Ionian Gulf is the westward sea of the Greek Peninsula. It covers the area from Butrint of modern
South Albania to Cape Tainaro, on the southern edge of Peloponnese. In this area the Ionian Islands
are included. On the coastline, there are many physical bays which are suitable for protection and
anchorage of the ships. From the 8" century B.C. and the Greek colonization, the sea routes of the lonian
met with great mobilization. The growing commercial activity led to the complete exploitation of the
sea and its coastal areas, with the foundation of small and great seaports (Ambrakia, Onchesmos, Lefkas,
Corkyra etc.) So, the continuous sailing and the wealth of the trade cargo was a reason for development
and attraction for Illyrian and Aitolian pirates. Finally, the Ionian Sea was the means for the achievement
of the two great campaigns in Magna Graecia (Alexander I and Pyrrus), having Epirus as base, but also
the way that led the Romans to invade in the East later.

In the region of Epirus, except the coins, the inscriptions that have been rescued, give
us much evidence of the state organization, the social structure, the cult etc. of the Epirotes from the
middle of the 4" to the 2" centuries B.C. After the Molossian “Commonalty” (400-330/328 BC) and
the Epirote Alliance (328-232 BC), the Epirote League (232-167 BC) is represented through the inscriptions
of the Archaeological Museum of loannina, which important data are drawn both of the structure of
the Epirote League and of the onomastics, the position of the woman, the position of the slaves etc.

Ayia Marina, Pedini, Ioannina: A settlement of Final Neolithic / Early Bronze Age

During work on the construction of the Egnatia Road, sherds of handmade vessels were located in the
hill of Ayia Marina, Pedini (Ioannina). There followed excavation research of a limited area, in which
traces of constructions were found, handmade pottery, masses of clay, two clay spindle whorls, a
whetstone, a burial and scattered bones. The results of excavation research testify to the existence of a
settlement in this place with huts that would have been constructed with stone foundations and
superstructure of perishable materials. According to the radiocarbon analysis of a sample of coal, the
settlement dates from the end of the 4™ millennium BC.
