With the gaze of Byron: Monuments and sites of Ioannina and Epirus

The first two cantos of the poem Childe Harolds 'Pilgrimage (1812) refer to the impressions and extensions
of G. G. Byron, during a trip to Epirus. Emphasis is placed on the search for Dodona and the natural
environment of the monastery of Profitis Ilias in Zitsa. The tour of Byron in Epirus, accompanied by
John Cam Hobhouse, included places such as Preveza, Nikopolis, Aktio, Arta, loannina, Zitsa, Tepeleni.
According to Byron’s letters to his mother and Hobhause’s diary, the two friends visited the inn of
Agios Dimitrios (Avgo), the mansion of Nikolos Argyris, the seraglio of Ali Pasha, the Kaplaneios
School, the bazaar (Ioannina), the ancient theater in Dramesi (Dodona). They also met personalities,
such as Athanasios Psalidas and Ali Pasha. Byron owes to this journey the poetry that made him famous
and his philhellenism. Travelers and painters followed in the footsteps of the Poet in Epirus, such as
Henry Holland and Edward Lear. In the 19th century Europe and Epirus were influenced by the
movements of the Enlightenment and the Romanticism which led to historical events, such as the
Revolution of 1821.

Highlighting heroic places of Northwestern Greece through English and French-speaking
travel texts: the cases of Messolonghi and Souli

Messolonghi and Souli, as heroic places of Northwestern Greece among others, occupy an important
place in the English and French-speaking travel literature of the pre-revolutionary and revolutionary
period. Travelers, such as Pouqueville, Lord Byron, Villeneuve, Emerson, Trelawny, Leak, Lear and
others, describe with vivacity and brilliance the above, charged with great historical importance, areas
during their short or long visit to Greece. The correspondence and the travel impressions of the authors,
who are often themselves eyewitnesses of crucial facts for the progress of the Greek revolution, due to
their military status or their voluntary contribution to the struggle, highlight both the geographical
and historical importance of these areas as well as the philhellenic attitude of travelers. Along with the
ideological reception of these heroic places by western authors, their literary imprint in travel texts is
also of particular interest.

2018-2019: The work of the Ephorate of Antiquities of Ioannina

The Ephorate of Antiquities of Ioannina (EFAI), during the years 2018 and 2019, among other works,
carried out excavations in the village Exochi at Konitsa, which promote our knowledge regarding the
5th century BC. in the hinterland of Epirus. In the framework of the Ephorate’s cooperation with the
Region of Epirus, a project of rescue, maintenance, fixing and restoration of the preserved mansion
(18th century) of Hussein Bey (House of Archbishop) was carried out. Temproral exhibitions were
organized both at the Archaeological and the Byzantine Museum, three of which were dedicated to
the 200th anniversary of the Revolution of 1821. EFAI and the National Archaeological Museum of
Rigio Calabria co-organized the exhibition Dodonaios. The Oracle of Zeus and Magna Grecia. Theatrical
performances and other events took place in Dodona, while with the new NSRF, the maintenance,
restoration and promotion of the theater and other monuments continued. In addition, two proposals
were duly promoted, one for the inclusion of Dodona in the “World Heritage Sites” and the other for
the inclusion of the inscribed lead plates of Dodona in the ‘Memory of the World” List of UNESCO.

RES GESTAE of the Ephorate of Antiquities of Arta during the period 2014-2020.

The city of Arta and its surrounding area was the core for the development of considerable urban
centres in the past, as demonstrated by the succession of the Corinthian colony of Ambracia in antiquity
by the byzantine Arta and the Ottoman Narda.

This paper presents the significant work conducted for the antiquities under the supervision of the
Ephorate of Antiquities of Arta, during the years that followed its foundation in 2014. In particular, a
number of projects for the promotion of archaeological sites and monuments was concluded, excavations
that brought to light new and largely unidentified to date archaeological sites and finds were executed
and the frescoes in numerous Byzantine monuments were conserved, while the closer contact of the
Ephorate and the antiquities with the local society was achieved through numerous extroversion
activities (temporary exhibitions, educational programs, cultural activities).

The Ephorate of Antiquities of Preveza is responsible for the archaeological sites and monuments in
the Prefecture of Preveza dating from the prehistoric period to the post-Byzantine times.

During the four-year period 2018-2021 the Ephorate's work focused on the implementation in the NSRF
2014-2020 of two projects in the ancient theaters of Nicopolis and Kassopi, on rescue excavations of
antiquities that have been revealed during the construction of public works or in private plots, on the
systematic archaeological research program at Kastri (ancient Pandosia) in collaboration with the
University of Basilicata, on interventions to monuments of the post-byzantine period, on the embellishment
of the most important archaeological sites of Preveza, as well as to educational programs and actions
for the public.

The work of the Ephorate of Antiquities of Thesprotia during the years 2018-2021

In recent years, the Ephorate of Antiquities of Thesprotia continued the co-financed projects and the
supervision of third party projects, from which excavations of exceptional importance emerged in
Ladochori, Igoumenitsa. From 2019, surface, geophysical and excavation research began in the
archaeological site of Fotiki in collaboration with the Finnish Institute of Athens, within the framework
of an approved five-year project. At the same time, the Ephorate, in the framework of program contracts
with the Region of Epirus, completed the restoration of churches and other monuments, while continued
the educational activities, exhibitions and events of various content. In the context of the 200 years since
the revolution of 21, a conference was organized for the historical site of Souli and an exhibition with
works of the painter Theofilos Hadjimichael was inaugurated.

The activities of the Ephorate of Antiquities of Aetoloakarnania and Lefkada during
the years 2018-2021

Besides the 20 sub-projects of self-supervision in projects of others, which concern rescue excavations
in road construction or renovation projects, the Ephorate of Aetoloakarnania and Lefkada implements
a series of projects in the new Programming Period (“Western Greece 2014-2020” and “Ionian Islands
2014-2020”). In Aetoloakarnania the creation of the Xenokrateion Museum in Messolonghi, the projects
of consolidation, restoration and enhancement of third theaters (Plevron, Oeniadae, Stratog), and digital
programs (Cultural route, Fortification architecture), are some of them. Also, the “Coastal Heritage
Network” (“CoHeN”), of the Interreg V-A Greece-Italy Program 2014-2020, includes enhancement
works in the castles of Nafpaktos, Vonitsa and the Fortress of Aktio, while in Nafpaktos another project
in the Leader program, completes the project of enhancement of the castle city. In Lefkada, apart from
the enhancement project at the Castle of Aghia Mavra (Santa Maura), restoration works are carried out
in four temples. At the same time, despite the pandemic of covid 19, landscaping works of sites and
monuments, rescue and systematic excavations, educational programs and a number of cultural activities
continued unabated.

Western Greece, Epirus, Italy - Ionion and the Adriatic: Supply and Exchange Stations
at the end of the LBA

In the paper is attempted the overview of the geostrategic significance of a number of sites located
across the Ionion and the Adriatic Seas, during the end of the LBA, as a comparative synthesis between
the Italian and the Balkan Peninsulas. A possible integration into a common frame of coexistence on
central ways of nautical crossing is outlined, as well as is proposed their dimension as docking and
supply stations and as central points of reference along the navigation of Ionion and Adriatic. Their
sea and the land stigma on the map of interaction, communication, exchange and coexistence is analyzed
regarding their geographic diversity and according to the amplitude of archaeological evidences that
accompany them. Central is the idea of reconstruction of the image that the studied sites present on a
macroscopic scale indicating their stigma for the clearer understanding of their character on the network
of their connections overseas, following its progress by the end of the 2nd millennium BCE.

Settlement and defense systems in Epirus in the Hellenistic period

Epirus is known to be a mountainous area, with plains located mainly in coastal areas, in some river
valleys and in basins. In this complex picture, it is often difficult to define a site, since the only available
data are the wall circuits and few other archaeological evidence, almost always hidden by dense
vegetation. In the last few decades, however, the works carried out by the Greek Ephorate and by
various Universities, Greeks and foreign, have made it possible to obtain new and important data. In
this complex picture the least common denominator of this vast territory is the widespread presence
of the fortifications that characterize its landscape. The distribution of the fortified sites of various types
(towers, fortresses, fortified settlement), seems correspond to a precise organization of the landscape,
focused on the control of the territory. From the analysis of this distribution it is possible to see a
capillary network of fortifications that followed the ancient road system and that went beyond the
infra-regional borders. This network of fortified sites probably worked on two levels, one local and
one wider, central, referable to the Aeacids dynasty.

The main goal of this work is to draw possible interpretative lines on the management of the Epirot
territory in the Hellenistic age, with particular reference to the Pyrrhus’s kingdom.

These considerations are the result of the research carried out by the writer in the territory of the Epirus
(especially in Molossia), during a PhD research carried out at the University of Messina

The circulation of sicyonian coinages in Northwestern Greece and the Ionian Islands

Sicyon presents remarkable monetary circulation in Northwestern Greece and the Ionian Islands, as
evidenced by the silver and bronze issues that are found mainly in graves and hoards. Furthermore,
the fact that certain burials are accompanied by ghost money - pseudocoins bearing on their printed
surface a dove in flight, the main emblem of the sicyonian issues, is extremely interesting. The present
study aims to trace the circulation of coinages from Sicyon in this geographical area. For the optimal
interpretive approach of the resulting data, will be attempted a compare with the corresponding
monetary circulation of neighboring Corinth, which in the same areas had developed intense colonial
and commercial activity.

The bronze coinage of Amantes and Rome’ s campaign against Aristonicos of Pergamon

The coastline of Southern Illyria was inhabited by Amantes, a Greek tribe associated with the Euboic
colonization of the district. Their evolution in the historical forefront is attested in the thearodokoi list
of Delphi (220-200 BC.) and by the historical sources unfolding the events of the Third Macedonian
War. After the battle of Pydna (168 BC.), Amantes remained liberi, a status concurred until the time of
Plinius (4.10.35). Their benevolent stance towards Rome as socii may have induced into their participation
in Rome’s military campaigns in the East, such as the case testified in an inscription from Kassope of
the three mercenaries from Bouchetion returning safely from the victorious campaign of Rome against
Aristonicos in Pergamon (133-130 BC.). The iconographical study of the bronze coinage of Amantes
alludes also to their participation in this military campaign.

Choosing the shortest or the least-cost path in Roman Epirus

Since Nicholas Hammond and Sotiris Dakaris were traversing Epirus, archaeologists and historians’
main concern was to map the ancient routes concerning their contemporary road network.

This article aims to create predictive models for calculating the shortest or most cost-effective routes
(least-cost path analysis) for Roman Epirus using geographic information systems (GIS). The road
under consideration is from Igoumenitsa/Ladochori to Nikopolis. The output of this process will be
compared with archaeological data, older topographic studies and the modern road network, bearing
in mind that the most cost-effective route is not necessarily the shortest. In this way, the authors attempt
to check whether the Preveza-Igoumenitsa national road entirely coincides with the Roman route.
This case study analyses the advantages and disadvantages of applying such digital tools in archaeological
research, especially in regions with insufficient data.

Geometric patterns from mosaics of Epirus during the Roman period

The decorative patterns of the mosaics of Epirus during the Roman period present a remarkable variety
of designs and motifs. Geometric patterns dominate the mosaic compositions either as frames and
complementary elements of the decoration, or as a central theme. Patterns start with a simple geometric
design and often evolve into complex repetitive geometric patterns that create unified compositions.

The paper focuses on the most popular and most widespread geometric patterns from Epirus with
references to the origin of their designs as well as their dating based on the comparanda from the eastern
and western provinces of the Roman Empire.

Also, it raises issues related to the typology of geometric patterns and the creation of a common artistic
language in the provinces of the Roman Empire in connection with the trade and the circulation of
ideas and people in the wider Mediterranean basin.

The symbolic message of the floor mosaics in Epirus Vetus and Epirus Nova

Figural motives have been found on many floor mosaics pavements of the basilicas in Epirus Vetus
and Epirus Nova (Albania). Their roots go back to the Roman tradition and are used with another
meaning by the Early Christians. There is no doubt that initially the Christians accepted and reused
the pagan symbols, iconography, themes e.t.c. by putting in them a particular Christian meaning.
Pastoral scenes referred to the Good Shepherd, several personifications of rivers transformed to the
Four Rivers of Paradise, scenes of daily life such as fishing or hunting related to the Christian Cosmos,
as episodes from Bible. Plants, fruits, trees, birds etc imply Paradise gardens. The most popular theme
is the cantharos containing an elaborate vine scroll (symbol of the Eucharist). Among the scenes widely
spread in pagan and Christian art are the cantharos flanked by a pair of peacocks or deers and the
vessel or the fountain flanked by deer or peacocks drinking water (Fountain of life). These are iconographic
variants of David’s Psalm 42 and illustrate part of the baptismal liturgy. There are also scenes that
illustrate David’s Psalm 23 and 91.

(from the University of loannina) of the research teams of professors Christoforos Nikou -who is the
Principal Investigator of the project- and Christos Stavrakos who is responsible for the epigraphic
material. The aim is to make on the one hand accessible to the wider public the content and history of
the Byzantine and post-Byzantine monuments of Epirus, through the information resulting from the
donor inscriptions. But on the other hand, this research project wants to start dealing with a desideratum
of the Byzantine Epigraphy, i.e. the classification of the types of letters of these inscriptions. The object
of the project is the creation of a letter recognition software, which will categorize them by century and
will enable further readings and matches. At the same time, this software will try to copy founding
inscriptions and provide information related to these monuments. This software, which will be a
smartphone application, supporting the two most popular mobile operating systems, namely iOS and
Android, will also generally be intended for tourists touring a similar archeological site. The user, after
locating the founding inscription through the camera of his smart phone, will be able through this
application, to immediately receive the information that interests him.

Research project: Prosopography of Medieval Epirus (4th-15th cent.)

This paper presents the scientific results of the research project entitled “Prosopography of Medieval
Epirus” (4th - 15th cent.)”, which was conducted at the University of loannina. All the persons who
acted in the specific region were identified and registered into a prosopographical catalogue, which
includes about 1000 persons. The analysis of the information of the catalogue resulted in measurable
data describing the human geography of Epirus, demonstrating at the same time the importance of
utilizing all the available sources (archival, narrative and material evidence) to explore individuals and
personal or family networks. This way more aspects of the social history of medieval Epirus are expected
to be revealed.

During the summer of 1913, in the vortex of the Balkan wars and in the intensity of the national conflicts,
the Greek State, with the air of the winner on the battlefields and considering as a given its territorial
expansion, assigns directly, through its official and unofficial stakeholders, to two young scientists,
Dimitrios Evangelidis and Frederikos Versakis, a brief and targeted surface and excavation research
in the Northwest Epirus, with the aim, on the one hand, of recording the monuments of the region and
on the other hand of the consequent political use of the conclusions in favor of the national rearrangement
of the Balkan territories in the context of the international geopolitical chessboard. The present study
documents the chronicle and objectives of this research, as evidenced by the excavation reports, the
official correspondence and archives, the local epeirotic and Athenian press, emphasizing both the
personal history of the two leaders and the entanglement among policy, history and archeology within
the war environment.

The intertemporal development of human presence in the region of Neochoropoulo,
Ioannina Prefecture

The present paper aims to determine the intertemporal evolution of human presence in the area of
Neochoropoulo through the examination of the newly discovered and older extant evidence. An
imaginary journey back “in times of old” will be attempted so as to conceptualise the area’s vivid past.

300 years after the Fall of 1200 B.C. A fresh look at early Vitsa (9th c. B.C.):
Archaeological and bioarchaeological remarks

It has been 35 years since the monumental and exemplary publication of the cemeteries of Vitsa in
Zagori by the late archaeologist Ioulia Vokotopoulou in 1986. The interdisciplinary research project
The Fall of 1200 BC (ERC) provided the opportunity to review the bioarchaeological as well as
archaeological material from the earliest tombs at Vitsa dated to the 9th c. B.C. Twenty-five tombs from
the original/earliest phase of the settlement (from which it later expanded) at the southwestern end
and from the southern cemetery mark the beginning of the use of this settlement and its two cemeteries.
This took place just before the great demographic explosion and building programs of the 8th c. B.C.
Human remains from selected burials were analyzed, offering new information on demographic
composition, health and lifestyle. Bioarchaeological results of the present study will be presented within
their context in this conference.

Ancient cemetery in Exochi, Konitsa

In August 2019, at a distance of about 300m. west of the village Exochi of the Municipality of Konitsa,
a site with ancient remains has been discovered. A number of fragments of bronze vessels, mainly parts
of cauldrons of the 5th c. B.C., have been collected from the spot, which is located in a dense wooded
area. The excavation begun in May of 2019 with the financing of the Region of Epirus. Seven pit tombs
dated in the classical period unearthed in the natural soil without fixed orientation. Apart from the
tombs and further north of them, four porolithic structures came to light along with fragments of their
superstructure scattered throughout the area, of which the majority belong to a Macedonian type burial
monument. Of special interest is an inscribed limestone base dated in the 5th c. B.C. The archaeological
investigation of the site is expected to be completed in the next excavation periods.

The ceaseless use of fortifications in the mainland of Epirus

A significant number of fortifications, built during the Hellenistic times, is maintained until nowadays,
in the mainland of Epirus and more specifically in the boundaries of the Ioannina Prefecture. These
fortifications were constructed in the framework of a wider defense project of the federal state of
Apeiros/Epirote Alliance and the Koinon of Epirotes. A significant number of these fortifications,
which were located on important crossings or valleys, were repaired and reused during Byzantine and
post-Byzantine times. The aim of this presentation is to highlight their timelessness as well as their role
in controlling the main road that crossed the mainland, namely the North-South axis, from the Drinos
Valley to the Amvrakikos Gulf.

Ancient theater of Dodona. Evaluation of the conservation and restoration interventions
in the low cavea (ZONE A’)

Twenty-one years have passed since the beginning of the conservation and restoration works in the
ancient theater of Dodona. The preparation of a number of specialized studies began in 2000, the pilot
restoration of the first two cunei in 2007, and by the end of 2021 the restoration of the low tier of the
cavea and the two retaining walls of the theater will be completed. In the present work the applied
methodology is summary presented and the behavior of the interventions

The rear wall of the Western Stoa of the Sanctuary of Dodona has been revealed in a length of 77 m.
and its maximum preserved height is 3,60 m. As a building material was used the local limestone which,
as in the theater, presents many problems. The very poor state of preservation of the ashlar masonry,
due to the influence of environmental conditions and native vegetation, made it necessary to take
immediate measures for the protection of the monument. The present work is discussing the conservation
and the structural reinforcement works carried out as part of the project “Conservation, restoration
and enhancement of the Theater and other monuments of Dodona - Phase A” (NSRF 2014-2020).

Public inquiries on the oracular lamellae of Dodona

The inscribed lead tablets from Dodona, more than four thousand in number, constitute indisputably
archeological remnants of invaluable importance for the historical research. The paper to follow focuses
on the inquiries addressed to the Epirotic sanctuary, not by individuals, but by a community as a whole,
civil or ethnic, which through its political identity moved on to an official undertaking, thus seeking
out the divine consultation on matters of public interest. The public inquiries of the Epirotic oracle are
reliable and over and over unique testimonies, among other, for the existence, classification and evolution
of the ethnic names over the centuries, their state status and residential, economic and religious character,
but also their relations with various bordering and distant state entities. Thus at Dodona internal and
external policy issues were raised by cities, tribal or ethnic groups, which every so often reveal their
autonomous and independent function and other times their taking over of alliances and political
unions. Also, these plates raise once again the major issue of the political aspect of the Epirotic oracle
and the precise role it played out in the federally structured state of ancient Epirus, while extremely
attractive is also the examination of its contribution to historical evolution, in the course of this oracular
operation.

Furthermore, the purpose of the institution of adoption as well as the
posthumous adoption and the institution of epikliros-an institution so incomprehensive for the modern
sense of justice.

Re-examining Dodona and Dion

An approach that compares two religious sites can be a powerful tool for understanding their features,
meaning, and scope. We can witness the usefulness of such approach in the 2004 contribution of M.
Hatzopoulos and M. Mari published as “Dion et Dodone”. This paper provided a remarkable contribution
to the study of two shrines and showed that they share several features.

Since the appearance of this work, has been important new discoveries, and scholars have made
significant advances to the field of the evolution of Dion and Dodona. New data and theories require
are-examination of aspects that concern the very nature of these sites, and the specific role they played
in their respective regions. The aim of this talk is to explore this issue by presenting a comparative and
updated analysis of both sites as both Macedonian and Epirote sanctuaries, respectively.

Dodona’s contact with Italy and Rome and the enigmatic “no obscure” L. Mallius

Dodona, the closest to Italy oracle of Greek motherland, attracted Greeks from Magna Graecia, not
only private individuals, but also poleis which officially consulted the oracle of Zeus. The most important
source for these contacts western Greeks with Dodona are the numerous oracular tablets which have
been found in the sanctuary. From their texts we can also derive valuable evidence regarding everyday
life of private people, various issues which concerned the poleis of Magna Graecia as well as stray data
on mobility and commercial activity in the Adriatic and the Ionian Sea. Romans are not attested in the
texts of the oracular tablets. From the remaining epigraphic material of the sanctuary, we are aware
only about a proxeny decree of the Epeirotan Koinon for a man from Brundesium. Dionysios of
Halicarnassus mentions one more Roman who visited Dodona, Leukios Mallios, “no obscure man”.
On the basis of the source evidence, we attempt to sketch Dodona’s role for Greeks of Magna Graecia
as well as the perception of the oracle in Roman tradition and its use for the construction of a narrative
which would serve Roman policy. In this framework, there is a suggestion for the identification of
Leukios Mallios with one of the dozens of bearers of this name, who are attested in various sources,
and for the dating of his visit to the sanctuary of Dodona.

Restoration Projects of Post Byzantine Ecclesiastical Monuments with the implementation
agency of the Region of Epirus (2016-2020)

The economic, artistic and intellectual activity in the region of Epirus during the post-Byzantine period
is depicted to a large number of monuments located throughout the territory of the Region of Epirus.
All of them testify the historicity and cultural flourishing of the region of Epirus..These monuments,
constructed in cities, settlements or isolated in locations around the settlements have always been the
object of protection, restoration and promotion of the Ministry of Culture and the Region of Epirus.
A series of program conventions was signed between the parties involved quoting the conditions for
the execution and the monitoring of the projects, which, whether already executed or in progress, are
designed to deal with severe chronic problems of static and waterproofing by restoring the facades of
the temples, repairing or replacing the roofs and other individual components. In particular, the works
include fixing and restoration work, control and static reinforcement work, repairs or replacement of
the temple roof, restoration of the floors, as well as cleaning and maintenance of their wall paintings.
This enormous task resulted in the preservation, consolidation and enhancement of the historical
physiognomy of the monuments, which were delivered to the local communities as upgraded places
of worship and cultural reference, and thus, today, the Regional Unit of loannina has a large number
of restored ecclesiastical monuments, a necessary infrastructure to design and implement a wider
pilgrimage and educational tourism program that will act as a lever for growth for the whole region

The monastery of Eleousa on the Island of Ioannina and the Kontaris brothers” workshop.
Remarks on the iconography

The katholikon of the monastery of Eleousa on the Island of Ioannina was adorned with frescoes in
three different phases. The oldest one has long been associated with the workshop of the painter brothers
Georgios and Frangos Kontaris from Theba. The conservation work of the frescoes completed recently
and brought to light a full iconographic program of scenes from the liturgical cycle, the christological
cycle (the Great Feasts, the Passion of Christ, the events after the Resurrection, the Miracles of Christ,
the Parables) and from the cycle of the Virgin’s life. The study of their iconography -conducted in the
context of a doctoral dissertation by the author - has led to extremely interesting findings about the
painters’ origins and especially about their boldness and flexibility so as not to repeat already tried
and tested solutions, but to creatively change their patterns, thus creating new compositions.

The frescos of the church of the Dormition of the Virgin at Vitsa, Zagori:
First remarks on the phase of the 16th century

A considerable number of ecclesiastical monuments with fresco layers dated from the 15th to the 19th
centuries are preserved in Vitsa-Vezitza or Veitsa, a village of the Zagori region known in historical
sources since the 14th century.

Recent preservation works in the church of the Dormition of the Virgin, which is mentioned as a
monastery in a 1554 gospel, have revealed a very important palimpsest of mural frescoes dated from
the 16th to the 19th centuries. Of particular interest is the 16th-century layer, a work of the post-byzantine
artistic circle known as School of Thebes or School of Northwestern Greece.

The Ottoman bath in the Castle of Ioannina: the documentation of the monument

This paper focuses on the documentation of the Ottoman bath located in Glykidon square, in the Castle
of Joannina. The monument is documented with respect to both the urban and architectural scales,
based on field, bibliographic and archival research. The dynamic relationship of the bathing function
with the urban tissue is studied based on historical maps and is interpreted in light of the perpetual
urban development of the Castle. A detailed geometric documentation of the monument has been
constructed employing the photogrammetry method. The architectural imprinting of this early “machine-
building” has been performed, and individual architectural elements, constructions and operating
systems which support the building have been analyzed. The construction phases of the monument
have been identified, as well as newer interventions. A hypothesis on its original form, not currently
apparent as almost all roofing has collapsed, is attempted. Finally, a typological analysis and a suggestion
for dating are provided.

Ottoman Bath in the Castle of Ioannina: new data and reflections during the restoration project

The Ottoman Bath at the foot of the Northeastern Citadel of the Castle of Ioannina, is, together with
the Library and Soufari Sarai, one of the buildings with a public character located in the area having
as a frame of reference the complex of the mosque of Aslan Pasha.

Based on research so far, it is dated in the 17th c. and is considered one of the earliest Ottoman buildings
in the Castle.

Included in the ESPA 2014 - 2020 for its restoration and promotion, an opportunity was offered for the
conduction of exploratory excavations, which brought to light evidence that compose a stimulus for
reflection and further examination of the data so far, and especially in respect of the Byzantine Bath
remains that survive a few meters north.

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Restoration of the protected monument of the House of Despot - Immediate fixing measures
in the House of Housein Bey (House of Despot) in Ioannina

The House of despot (House of Housein Bey) belongs to the category of the houses of loannina called
mansions. Its construction dates between the years 1740 and 1780 and is the oldest mansion that has
survived the fire of Ioannina in 1820, being built away from the Castle.

The mansion, both in plan and in the arrangement of its volumes forms a very clear I'T shape and consists
of a ground floor and first floor with a mezzanine. The building, though, has gone through several
construction phases, until it takes its current form, with the original core the rectangle to the west. The
ground floor is built of rubble masonry, while the first floor is made of unfired brickwork and masonry
with wooden reinforcement, with interventions in different phases of different materials.

The bearing body of the monument presents extensive damage with the risk of deterioration. The
further exposure of the monument to environmental degradation factors, in combination with the
imposition of static or dynamic loads, made urgent the need for immediate emergency measures for
its protection. For this reason, the Ephorate of Antiquities of Ioannina performs the necessary works
with accounts and self-supervision within the framework of a Program Contract with the Region of
Epirus and the Holy Diocese of loannina.

The risk removal works started in November 2017 and continue to this day, with the aim of rescuing,
initially, the particularly vulnerable static body of the monument, until, after the final repairs, the
restoration of their bearing capacity is ensured. Serious damage to the main vertical elements - such
as cracking of pillars, arches, deviation from the vertical, wear of wooden supports, etc. - but also to
horizontal elements - such as wooden beams, corbels, etc. - to such an extent that the safe operation of
the bearing structure becomes problematic, imposed the solution of the temporary support, but also
support of the load-bearing elements.

Along with the immediate protection measures, new data on the history of the monument were revealed,
which were substantiated in terms of design and photography, such as paving the surrounding area
of the monument, sealed openings, landscaping of a paved floor and other architectural remains.
This work is part of a general project to save the cultural heritage of our region, which will act as a
lever for development for the entire region.

Kaloutsiani’s Mosque in Ioannina. The restoration study

The Kaloutsiani mosque, built about 1740, is one of the most prominent monuments of Ottoman period
in Joannina in Epirus. The restoration study of the mosque and the minaret (architectural, structural
and conservation study), is briefly presented. The mosque shows several problems due to the lack of
maintenance for the last 100 years, and due to the many changes of use and interventions that occurred
mainly at the 20th century, especially at the area of the external portico. The restoration proposal was
based on an overall evaluation, documentation and analysis (historical, architectural, and constructional
with conventional and digital methods), on new evidence revealed due to foundation investigations,
on laboratory testing, in-situ measurements for the assessment of the mechanical and dynamic
characteristics of the monument, and on the results of the structural and conservation study (non-
destructive diagnostic methods, etc.). Main scope of the restoration proposal was to find and bring out
the authentic morphological, architectural, and structural characteristics of the mosque and moreover
give back to the town of Joannina an important part of its history and a building of high cultural value.

The Mansion of Hussein Shishko Bey in Konitsa. New evidence for its restoration

In the frame of a diploma thesis (School of Architecture NTUA, 2020) titled “For the Revival of the
Craftsmanship Art: A School of the Arts of Stone and Wood in Konitsa”, a systematic architectural and
historical documentation of the Mansion of Shisko Bey (1845) in Konitsa was made, which presents
significant damages, collapses and alterations of its initial form. Purpose of the thesis was the documentation
of the mansion and a restoration proposal incorporating it in a general study, which also concerned
the design of new buildings. During the scientific research for the documentation of the mansion,
drawings and photographs were provided by the 8th E.B.A. of Ioannina, which depicted the latest
phases of the building. In a following research in the archives of the National Historical Museum,
valuable drawings of 1937 (created by architects led by D. Pikionis) were discovered, incorrectly
registered as the “Old Headquarters of Konitsa”, and therefore undetectable until now, which provide
new evidence for the restoration of one of the most important buildings of the Ottoman period in Epirus.

Documentation of historical structures: The example of the Konitsa stone bridge

Aiming at an overall documentation of the bearing system of the Konitsa historical arch stone bridge,
data deriving from the history and the architecture of the monument were examined and combined
with the observations of the inspections and the results of in-situ and in-laboratory tests. The historical
documentation and the field inspections led to considerable results regarding the geometry and the
structural pathology, with an emphasis on areas restored with reinforced concrete. To confirm and
enrich these findings, the non-destructive methods of Ground Penetrating Radar, Boroscopy, Schmidt
Hammer and Phenolphthalein Spraying were applied in targeted areas, whereas also small excavations
at two positions enhanced the overall evaluation of the structure’s condition. The combined assessment
of the results allowed for the identification of data relevant to the applied construction techniques, the
dimensions and the type of stones used, as well as the existence and the position of timber and steel
elements.

Historical bridge of Konitsa: Documentation and its significance for restoration

The bridge of Konitsa was built in 1869 and is one of the most important stone arched bridges in the
Balkans. The bridge was restored in 1913, after an attempt in the same year (by Tzavit Pasha) to destroy
it using explosives. The bridge was restored by French Engineers, using reinforced concrete. Structural
problems located mainly in the area of this operation led to the study of the bridge and the execution
of an extensive research project. During this process, the main issue was the handling of the concrete
intervention of 1913. For the design of the restoration measures, a calculation methodology was followed
which took into account all the critical construction phases, as well as the most significant load-cases
and interventions to the monument, as identified during the documentation of the bridge. The main
stages of the study and the important role of documentation in shaping the final restoration proposal
are presented.

Presentation of the 3D Fotogrammetric and Architecture survey modeling and
evaluation of four year results of monitoring 3D micromovements of the stone
bridge structure in the Aoos River near the settlement of Konitsa

It is presented the 3D Photogrammetric and Architecture survey modeling and documentation and
the evaluation of the four year monitoring data and results of 3D micromovements of the stone bridge
structure in the Aoos River near the settlement of Konitsa in the prefecture of Ioannina. This project
targets to a long term digital observation/monitoring of the stone bridge structure in order to evaluate
the movements of the bridge attributed to local weather conditions, earthquakes and other natural
causes. For the data collection an automated measuring system is used to avoid human interference in
the measurements procedure and minimize systematic and blunder/gross measurement errors.

Architectural documentation and historical development of an educational building.
The Paschaleios School in Kapesovo in the Municipality of Zagori

The Paschaleios School is located in Kapesovo in the Municipality of Zagori and was built in 1861. The
Paschalis brothers, with origins from the above mentioned settlement, were the inspirers and financiers
of its construction and operation. They immigrated to Romania in the early 19th century and later on
they moved to the Russian city of Nizna where they acquired a large fortune.

Evidence of the archival material was sought for the research, understanding and documentation of
the architectural elements and was used from the point of view of an architect and not a historical
researcher.

The architectural documentation and the historical development of the educational building of the
Paschaleios School was carried out in order to highlight its role in education and culture but also to
highlight the manner and means of its construction and erection as a building.

It is an excellent example of a building with architectural interest made by the world-famous craftsmen
of Epirus and it is one of the most important and impressive buildings-monuments of Zagorochoria,
an evidence of their cultural and social development during the 19th century.

The Ephorate of Antiquities of Ioannina in collaboration with the Department of Computer Science &
Engineering of the University Ioannina and the Terracom Company, attempt through the interactive
platform ProxiTour (Proximity Tour Guide), to be dynamically repositioned towards the needs of the
area, and especially in issue of the relationship between museum and society.

The program includes both the Archaeological and Byzantine Museum of Ioannina, the park Litharitsia,
as well as the southeastern citadel of the Castle (Its Kale and the Treasury). The platform contains
descriptions of exhibits, audio narratives, photographs and 3D illustrations, and a particular innovation
that give’s the possibility of guiding, choosing the tours according to the age of the visitor.

This is an innovative solution in the field of tour, as the visitor, is able to use the ProxiTour mobile
application and be guided in the area easily, locating its exhibit or monument of his interest and be
guided through the whole journey.

“Listen - Touch - Feel”: A museopedagogigal program for people with

The Service of Modern Monuments and Technical Works of Epirus, North Ionian and West Macedonia
has worked on the Photogrammetric - Photorealistic modeling and illustration of representative bridges,
for the 3D printing of these models to follow by the Innovation Center of Fab-Lab of Ioannina.

Agios Vasileios, Acheloos and Giannioti.
The Helladic Midlands in the Bronze Age

Back in 1968, the late Ioulia Vokotopoulou was presenting in the Archaiologikon Deltion three finds
from a damaged cist tomb at the settlement of Giannioti in Arta, that were dated in the Middle Bronze
Age. In 2009, a preliminary pedestrian survey by the 33rd Ephorate of Prehistoric and Classical Antiquities
was identifying a Bronze Age site site in the Acheloos valley. This site, which is located in the riverside
terraces of Acheloos, between the river and the settlement of Agios Vasileios at Peges and 1 km south
of the Korakou bridge, was systematically surveyed in 2010. This paper presents the results of the on
site survey, the architecture and the other finds, in order to establish the dating of the site. Thereafter,
the site at Agios Vasileios is discussed in relation to the tomb at Giannioti and other Bronze Age sites
in the Acheloos valley, as indicative for contacts between Thessaly and Epirus, through a distinct area.

Fortification section of Amvrakia in the area of the Metropolis in Arta. New data

In the area of the Metropolis in Arta, the largest and best preserved parts of the imposing fortification
of Amvrakia (early 5th-mid 4th century BC) are preserved, discovered in the 70’s in two expropriated
and thence owned plots by the Ministry of Culture.

In 2020, the Ephorate proceeded to an extensive configuration and excavation of the area, revealing
the wall as a whole in a length of 55m. The outer side of this impressive part of the fortification is made
mainly of limestone pillars. Externally, fragments of an ancient road pavement came to light along with
limestone slabs, which probably belong to a sewer, while inside the wall, elements of the urban net of
the ancient city were revealed. The works in progress, aim to make this important part of the fortification
a single archeological site and at the same time with its general showcasing, it will allow the visitor to
gain an understanding of the architecture and the importance that he had in the urban planning of
Amvrakia.

The Small Theatre of Amvrakia. A new archaeological site in the center of Arta.
The promotion project

The small theater of Amvrakia is located in the center of modern Arta. In the excavated area, which
occupies an area of about 700 sq.m., were discovered building remains dated from the Archaic to the
modern era. At present, part of a bath complex, a street of the late classical period, the theatrical building
constructed in the Hellenistic times and the (probably) public building of the same period are visible.
Within the framework of the projects included in the NSRF 2007-2013 and in the “Epirus 2014-2020”
Project, studies that include works and interventions such as conservation and restoration of buildings,
construction of floors and configuration of the surrounding area, etc. were carried out by the Ephorate
of Arta for the configuration and promotion of the archaeological site. Their aim is to protect and
promote the monument in such a way that it is understood by the non-expert visitor and to create a
pole of attraction in the city center.

The Small Theatre of Amvrakia. New findings, new challenges

After the latest excavations that took place at the archaeological site of the Small Theatre of Amvrakia
within the framework of the works included in the NSRF 2007-2013 and in the “Epirus 2014-2020”
Project, new excavation data emerged. At present and after the latest excavations that took place at the
theatrical building which was partially revealed in 1976, the orchestra, the “koilon”, parts of the
“parodoi”, the “proscenium” and parts of the stage (“skene”) and the backstage are visible. The small
theater was constructed on a pre-existing bath building, from which two circular spaces with elaborate
pebbled floors have been revealed. On the west of the theater, parts of the urban layout of Amvrakia
were revealed, while to the east a building probably of public character was discovered.

Based on the new findings we are able to draw conclusions about the theater - or “bouleuterion”- of
Amvrakia but also about the plan of the administrative and religious center of the ancient city.

The Small Theatre of Amvrakia. The pebbled floors of the bath complex.
Discovery, interpretation and promotion

Excavations that took place in ancient Amvrakia during the last decades revealed many pebbled floors
of Classical and Hellenistic times found in private houses and public buildings. Concerning the case
of the Small Theatre, two pebbled floors of the late Classical-early Hellenistic period were found in a
bath complex, on the foundations of which the Small Theatre was built. The main theme of the floors
is the cupids. The floor, which was discovered in small-scale excavations during 2018, lies on the north
part of the baths and is preserved in situ. The floor that was discovered a little southern in 1976 and
found partially covered by the “koilon” of the Theater has been detached and is kept in the Archaeological
Museum of Arta.

After primary rescue interventions that took place on the recently revealed pebbled floor, the Ephorate
of Arta in collaboration with the Directorate of Conservation of Ancient and Modern Monuments
proceeded to the preparation of a study for the conservation and restoration of the pebbled floor which
is preserved in situ in order to protect and promote it.

Prytaneion of Amvrakia - Byzantine church of Aghia Theodora: A place of intertwined eras

During the renovation of the courtyard of the Byzantine church of Aghia Theodora in Arta and the
configuration of the square in front of the monument, building remains were discovered that testify
to the timeless development of the city in ancient and Byzantine times. This essay will present the new
important excavation data: a hitherto unknown stoic building, the areas connected to the Prytaneion
from an earlier excavation on the paved road west of the church, the section of an ancient road with
pavement and pipeline, on which the Byzantine monument was built and the form of the portico that
surrounded the north side of the church. Through the important mobile findings, an attempt will be
made to highlight the form and the use of the new elements that came to light.

Funerary Monuments and burial enclosure walls at the riverbed of Arachthos:
«New data on the topography and burial practices of Ancient Ambracia»

This essay aims to present, the recently discovered funerary monuments that came to light within the
modern riverbed of Arachthos, as part of a limited on-site archaeological survey. The short term field
research by the staff of the Ephorate of Antiquities of Arta, during May of 2021, shed light on the
presence of an impressive Necropolis, mainly used by elite members as their final resting place. Funerary
monuments, inscribed tombstones and pedestals, constructed on both sides of a central funerary road,
indicate that ancient city of Ambracia had a wider urban planning than previously thought. The presence
of these monuments at the modern riverbed, also indicate that river Arachthos, followed a different
course during Antiquity. The recent revelation comes to reinforce Dr. Papadopoulos’ viewpoint on the
topography of the region and raise further questions about the construction and chronology of the
most iconic monument of the city of Arta; the Historical Bridge.

Jewelry in archaeological research. The case of a grave from the West Cemetery of Ambracia

The subject matter of this study is a grave in the west cemetery of Ambracia, the so-called grave X,
which came to light during rescue excavations in 1995 held in the plot belonging to I. Theodorou, on
Kommenou Street in the modern city of Arta. It is about a cist grave with walls of stone belonging to
a little girl. On the basis of the pottery found in it (a total of 39 vases), the grave can be dated to the
middle or to the third quarter of the 2nd century B.C. Apart from the remarkable pottery found, the
jewelry pieces chosen by the little girl’s relatives to place in her grave are of particular interest -due to
their unusual large number and variety, which will be presented in this work. Firstly, we will discuss
the various techniques employed for their production, their typology, the individual decorative patterns,
and their symbolic meaning. Subsequently, we will try to approach the dead child as a person along
with the social status of its family, searching for individual and collective identities of the society, to
which it belonged.

Statues and mythological scenes on Ambrakian silver staters

Coins often portray important artifacts. From the 4th BCE, sculpture is depicted in miniature on coinage,
usually as a personal badge of magistrates. Corinthians, since the early 4th BCE, depict on the reverse
of their staters a series of symbols, representing statues that decorated the city before the destruction
of 146 BCE. The same practice will be followed by the Corinthian colony of Ambrakia, a city founded
by Gorgos, son of Kypselos by 625 BCE. It was the most important city of NW Greece, after Corcyra.
The city issued silver staters with Corinthian iconography, from 480 BCE or 460 BCE, according to a
recent research. In this announcement, the secondary symbols of the 4th BCE ambrakian staters will
be examined. Symbols that stand out are the founder, Gorgos, the river god Arachthus, Nymph or
Maenad balancing the plastinx on the kottabos rod, Pan holding branch, a dancing Satyr, statue of
Zeus, Heracles, as well as the symbol of the protector god of the city, the baitylos. These are gods and
cults of the city and of the hieron oros of Ambrakia. Moreover, in this research, similar works and
examples on pottery and sculpture will be examined and there will be an attempt of identification with
legends and cults of the city. Ambrakia, a renowned center of arts, was adorned with statues. Most of
these statues were transferred as loots to Rome, following the siege of the city by Marcus Fulvius
Nobilior in 189 BCE.

The Castle of Arta. New facts

The medieval Castle of Arta is located at the northern end of the city and occupies an area of about 40
acres. Its outer walls are reinforced with 19 towers and in the southwest corner the citadel was formed.
According to the prevailing view until today, the Castle date back to the middle of the 13th c., as its
construction is attributed to Michael II Komnenos Doukas. However, in recent years, as part of work
carried out by Ephorate of Antiquities of Arta, new archaeological finds have been uncovered that
support an earlier dating of the Castle and add new evidence for the mid-Byzantine phase of Arta and
the wider area.

The despotic icons of the iconostasis of the Monastery of Chrysospiliotissa in Gouriana
in the region of Arta

The Monastery of Chrysospiliotissa is located near the village of Gouriana. The katholikon is honored
in the Birth of the Virgin. It belongs to the type of one-room cross-roofed dome church with side horoi
(trikonhon) and the addition of a later wooden-roofed narthex. The building that survives today is the
result of a thorough renovation of the year 1665. The interior of the monument is decorated with frescoes
dating to 1801 and a remarkable wood-carved iconostasis of the same period.

We present the four despotic icons of the iconostasis: Christ enthroned, the Virgin enthroned holding
Christ as an infant, St. John the Baptist and the Birth of the Virgin, which is the celebrated icon of the
church. They are dated in 1831. They follow iconographic models of the Cretan school and they are the
work of the Katsanohoritis painter Anagnostis Diamantis from Plaisia, also known from other works
in the wider area. In addition, in the lower part of the icon of the Birth of the Virgin Mary, an interesting
iconographic zone with landscape elements is commented.

Conservation of bronze objects in the Laboratory of the Archaeological Museum of Arta

The Conservation Laboratory for metal objects is one of the two laboratories housed in the Archaeological
Museum of Arta. Its staff is highly qualified and moreover it is equipped with all the necessary material
and technical equipment (microscopes, optical fibers, extractors, computers, cameras, consumables
such as solvents, adhesives, etc.).

Coins and other metal objects imported in the laboratory come from excavations that take place both
in the city and in the wider region of Arta. Findings that stand out come from burials in the Western
Cemetery of Amvrakia. They cover a wide chronological frame from the archaic to the late Roman era.
Most of the findings are bronze, followed in frequency by iron, lead, silver and gold ones. They are
mainly coins, vases, tools, jewelry and toiletries.

The process of their conservation includes surface cleaning -as a rule mechanical- stabilization, welding,
completion, aesthetic restoration and generally protection of the material. Finally, the conservated
objects are kept in a suitably designed area, in the Museum’s warehouses.

Restoration of Byzantine and post-Byzantine frescoes of monasteries and temples of Arta

The department of Conservation of Frescoes, Icons & portable works of art of the Ephorate of Antiquities
of Arta deals with the establishment of relevant conservation studies on murals, historical relics and
religious icons, and the implementation of healthy practices during the process of conservation and
restoration.

Our department has prepared detailed conservation studies and conducted technical reports on taking

The research project APOIKIA and its contribution to the study of the population reconstruction
of ancient Amvrakia in the context of the corinthian colonization

The study of ancient DNA is nowadays in the focus of interest of modern cultural organizations. In
this context, the Ephorate of Antiquities of Arta implements in the current period a research project,
of an emblematic nature, entitled “ Ancient DNA analysis in novel multidisciplinary approach of ancient
Corinthian colonization. Ancient Amvrakia and Ancient Tenea as demonstation examples” with the
abbreviation APOIKIA in collaboration with four other bodies (Directorate of Prehistoric and Classical
Antiquities of the Ministry of Culture Institute of Technology and Research with the Institute of Molecular
Biology and Biotechnology, Democritus University of Thrace, company TETRAGON).

The principal aim is the study of colonisation of the region of Arta by the Corinthians at the end of the
7th century BC and more specifically the biological imprint of the Corinthians on the indigenous
population of Ambrakia and its subsequent demographic development.

Architectural documentation and proposals for the restoration of the water bridge (aqueduct) of
Agia Aikaterini at the settlement of Katarraktis in the Municipality of Arta

The water bridge of Agia Aikaterini is located in the current Municipality of Central Tzoumerka
approximately 1km. from the central core of Katarraktis settlement and 48,872 km. from the city of
Arta.

It was built on the slopes of a hill at a distance of 170 meters from the homonymous monastery complex
of Agia Aikaterini. It is a stone building with three arches and a length of 56 meters. Important technical
work took place at the beginning of the last century, necessary for the water supply of the monastery
and the irrigation of its arable land.

The purpose of the study is a future restoration of the water bridge and a space configuration of the
surrounding area in order to promote it as a place to visit for educational purposes, schools, environmental
education centers and recreation for hikers and mountaineering groups. A view point of the impressive
natural landscape through the building.

Excavation Evidence from Orraon

This contribution presents findings from the excavations at house A in Orraon, which provide evidence
of habitation in the area from the 4th to the 1st century BC. The reconstruction of habitation is based
on a combination of stratigraphical data with the layout of the house.

The project “Restoration and enhancement of the ancient theatre of Cassope (Phase A)”.
New archaeological data and challenges

Our paper focuses on the presentation of the restoration and enhancement works in progress since July
2017 at the ancient theatre of Cassope. The project “Restoration - enhancement of the ancient theatre
of Cassope (Phase A)” is included in the Regional Operational Program “Epirus 2014-2020” / Cultural
route of the ancient theatres of Epirus and is implemented by two subprojects: the first (under the same
title) carried out by the Ephorate of Antiquities of Preveza, the second is conducted by the Directorate
for the Restoration of Ancient Monuments of Ministry of Culture and Sports and is aiming to counter
the landslides of the overland massif inside the theatre. The field work revealed important parts of the
monument contributing to a further understanding of its construction as well as its pathology. The
study and identification of architectural parts, allowed, after the necessary works of conservation, the
restoration of the skene building, the first rows of the lower koilon and parts of the perimeter retaining
wall of the theatre, allowing as an overall result a thorough conception of the monument.

Archaeometrical analysis of pottery from Cassope and Orraon

In the present study selected sherds of black-slipped pottery from Cassope are investigated by means
of archaeometric analyses in order to identify their chemical composition and their technological
characteristics. The compositional data were statistically treated and chemical groups were established.
These groups are further compared with the results of the archeometric analysis of local pottery and
imported red-slipped pottery from Cassope as well as with characteristic ceramic categories from
Orraon. The results of the analyses and the distinction between local and imported pottery are important
features for the formation of a database which will include the archaeometric/compositional data from
pottery excavated in Epirus and will contribute to the creation of reference groups for ceramics in
Northwest Greece and the greater region.

Revealing and enhancement works at the Great Theater of Actia Nicopolis

Extensive works have been carried out at the Great Theater of Nicopolis by the Ephorate of Antiquities
of Preveza, as part of the project “Protection, conservation, restoration, and enhancement of the Great
Theater of Nicopolis (Phase B) ” founded by the operational program “EPIRUS 2014-2020".

A difficult and multi-level project is gradually being completed, for the implementation of which the
cooperation of the Ephorate of Antiquities of Preveza with the Directorate for the Restoration of Ancient
Monuments was required, in order to achieve demanding tasks, such as supporting the stage building
and the restoration of the retaining walls of the monument’s cavea.

During the subproject entitled “Protection, conservation, restoration, and enhancement works of the
Great Theater of Nicopolis (Phase B)” the interior of the monument, as well as its surrounding area
were uncovered and extensive maintenance and restoration works of the monument’s infrastructure
are being carried out. Routes for the visitors are due to be manufactured using the ancient entrances

Basilica D of Nicopolis. Latest findings

In the last three years (2018-2020), additional excavation work are carried out in the basilica D of
Nikopolis and specifically in the atrium, the only part of the monument which had remained unexcavated.
Research has brought to light parts of the northern and southern porticoes, the stylobates of which
reach up to the western wall of the atrium. That indicates the absence of a western portico. Three built
cist tombs were found in the northern portico, while a fragment of a mosaic floor found to the east of
one of them indicates that the mosaic covering the floor of the porticoes was destroyed during their
construction. In addition, masonry from older buildings was found below the level of the floor of the
atrium. This new evidence helps to clarify the chronology and the successive phases of the basilica.

EFA Preveza in collaboration with the Metropolis of Nikopolis and Preveza proceeded to work at many
postbyzantine monuments (the Monastery Avassou, church of Saint Charalampos in Preveza etc.) In
addition we try to protect the post-byzantine monuments that were damaged by the earthquake in
March 2020 (church of Prophet Elias, Saint Donatos in Stavrochori etc.)

At the same time, the excavation sections were also carried out in various monuments.

In addition, the digital recording of ecclesiastical objects have proceeded in order to save and preserve
our cultural heritage, while a series of icons were preserved, including that of Saint Demetrios which
was found in Saint Irini of Preveza and the icons of Monastery Avassou (painter Karantzoula).

The ancient theater of Gitana: The restoration works of the koilon

Over the last decades, large scale EU co-funded projects have taken place for the enhancement of the
archaeological site of Gitana. As a result, most of the ancient city has now become accessible to visitors
and part of a wider network of organized archaeological sites in Thesprotia. The current project, named
“Basic infrastructure works and restoration and enhancement of the ancient theatre of Gitana (Phase
A)”, is carried out in the framework of the Regional Operational Program of Epirus 2014-2020 and is
centered primarily on the restoration of the three central piers of the lower koilon of the city’s theatre.
The works on the theatre, whose preparatory phase was presented in the 2nd Conference on the
Archaeological Work in NW Greece, were concluded in the end of 2019. Our contribution thoroughly
presents the methodology of the restoration and the supplementary studies that were required for the
realization of the project, and describes the procedure for the identification, conservation and of the
building material. An attempt is also made for a preliminary presentation of the new archaeological
and architectural data that emerged from the works on the field.

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Architectural study of documentation, investigation of the form and restoration proposal of the
outer kerkides and retaining walls of the ancient theatre of Gitana in Thesprotia’

The ancient theatre of Gitana was uncovered during the years 1996 - 2017, as the result of systematic
archaeological research conducted by the Emerita Curator of Antiquities Kalliopi Preka-Alexandri. The
excavation of the monument revealed that the koilon has suffered serious structural damage, such as
deformation, shattered architectural members and loss of structural material. In order to treat these
problems, a number of technical studies was conducted, the primary one being the “Restoration and
rehabilitation study of the stage building, the orchestra and the central kerkides of the ancient theatre
of Gitana”. Implementing this study, the restoration project of the three central kerkides of the lower
part of the koilon was included in the framework of the Regional Operational Program “Epirus 2014-
2020” and completed by the end of 2019.

In tandem with the implementation of the aforementioned restoration project, the Ephorate of Antiquities
of Thesprotia took all the necessary measures to ensure the preservation of the rest of the koilon for
future restoration. Therefore, studies of documentation and restoration were carried out regarding the
parts of the theatre that have suffered the most damage, in particular the four kerkides at the outer
sides of the koilon and its retaining walls. The approved “Architectural study of documentation and
Restoration study of the outer kerkides and retaining walls of the ancient theatre of Gitana in Thesprotia”,
which will be presented at the conference, made possible the identification of misplaced architectural
members and rows of seats, as well as the initial structural form of the retaining walls, and served to
formulate a complete restoration proposal. At the same time revealed new evidence for the initial form
and structure of the koilon and the stage building of the theatre.

The “workshop” of metallurgy and toreutic of the Gitana

During the systematic excavation that we are carrying out in the important epirotic city of Gitana,
numerous metal objects of iron and copper were discovered. Some of the iron tools, have already been
presented at the First International Archaeological and Historical Conference on Thesprotia.
However, the number of copper objects is also important, including statuettes, statuette members,
fulcra, jewelry, mirrors, arytaines, valuable lamps, various types of vessels, medical instruments, and
a poppPeud (capistrum), which is among the few that are known worldwide today.

Due to the limited time of the presentation, the arytaines, the medical tools and certain solid rings with
a large diameter, the identification of which depends on the finds found with them, will be presented.
Arytaina, known in the literature as simpulum, appears in Greece at least since the Late Mycenaean
era and is represented in Gitana in three types, the first of which is found in various variants.

The medical instruments unearthed are relatively few and common in many archaeological places in
Greece.

Solid rings appear in Gitana in two main types. The different versions of their use will be presented.
Most of the aforementioned finds come from layers of the second half of the 3rd and 2nd c. B.C.

Two small coin hoards form Gitana, Thesprotia

The ancient town of Gitana in Thesprotia was founded during 4th cent. BC and was the seat of the
Thesprotian League. The city flourished from the 3rd cent. BC until the roman occupation after the 3rd
Macedonian War in 167 BC. During the systematic excavations that have been carried out since 1986,
two coin hoards have been found, among other important finds, which are the topic of our paper.
The first hoard was spotted in 1986 during the excavations of the building A, which has been identified
as the Prytaneion. It was dispersed in one of the three androns of the Prytaneion and consisted of one
diobol of Leucas and four bronze coins of the Epirote region.

The second hoard was revealed during the excavations in 2019 south of the semicircular pedestal in
front of the Stoa in the Agora. It consists of eleven bronze coins attributed to Epirote cities.

Mapping ancient Photike. Archaeological Research Project of the Ephorate of Antiquities of

The Photike project focuses on the study of the archaeological remains of the Roman colonia and
Medieval bishopric see of Photike which are located a couple of kilometres to the northwest of Paramythia.

The aim of the project is
to collect all previous information about the poorly known Photike, as well as to map and date the
remains of the town, in order to further clarify the time of its establishment and abandonment, its
boundaries and urban planning, the location of the public space, and the extent of its cemeteries. In
this paper we present the preliminary results of the first years of our work.

The “Coastal Heritage Network - CoHeN” project: Enhancement work and promotion actions of
Igoumenitsa and Margariti medieval castles

“Coastal Heritage Network” - CoHeN is a strategic project funded by the Interreg V-A Greece-Italy
Programme 2014 /2020. The Ephorate of Antiquities of Aitoloakarnania and Lefkada is the lead partner
of the project, along with the Ephorate of Antiquities of Ilia, the Ephorate of Antiquities of Thesprotia,
the Ephorate of Antiquities of Corfu and Puglia regional authorities in Italy.

The main aim of the project is to create an Adriatic-Ionian coastal route which will connect important
cultural heritage monuments from both of the collaborating regions. This will be achieved through a
series of targeted interventions at a total of 17 monuments, 11 in Greece and 6 in Puglia.

In Thesprotia, the intervention is aimed towards the valorisation and improvement of accessibility at
the medieval castles of Igoumenitsa and Margariti, two almost unknown monuments of Thesprotia
that are chronologically related to the period of the Greek Revolution. At the same time, actions for the
promotion of monuments are being implemented. The completion of the works within 2022 will restore
the vulnerable parts of the castles, improve their recognizability and integrate them in in the daily life
of the inhabitants and visitors of Thesprotia.

The Castle of Kiafa Souli

The castle of Kiafa was built from Ali Pasha immediately after the occupation of Souli in order to
constitute a tool for prevention and suppression of future uprisings due to the separatist tendency of
the regional governors within the Ottoman Empire and the enslaved Christian element of the region.
However, it never acquired the identity of its founder. It remained in the collective memory as the
castle of Souli, transforming the local identity of Souli into a national one. At the same time, it was part
of a network of fortifications created by Ali Pasha throughout the area his dominion (Pasaliki). This
network constitutes a uniqueness for the Balkans with its counterpart the later fortification network of
the Kouledes of Crete.

One hundred and twelve years after its final abandonment, the maintenance work carried out by the
Ephorate of Antiquities of Thesprotia in the castle in a place that is currently documented as inaccessible,
highlight the special part that similar fortifications of the past play.

Although they constitute tools of defense and repression at a given historical moment, their emergence
is at the same time a tool for reading the mountainous inaccessible geography of the area, contributing
to the alteration of the place into a landscape, that is, into an area that is understandable, and therefore
controlled.

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The Xenokrateion Archaeological Museum in the Sacred Town of Messolonghi:
from its conception to its creation and operation

Xenokrateion is located in a central point of the city of Messolonghi and was built at the end of the 19th
century according to the neoclassical morphology. It has been designated as a monument that operated
for many years as a school building, but also as a place of various activities. In 2011 it was conceded
by the Municipality of Messolonghi to the Ministry of Culture for the purpose of creating an archaeological
museum.

Today it is a modern museum facility, which was implemented by the Ephorate of Antiquities of
Aitoloakarnania and Lefkada in cooperation with the Service of Modern Monuments and Technical
Works of Western Greece, Peloponnese and South Ionian, in the framework of the project “Restoration
of Xenokrateion building in Messolonghi and its conversion into a museum”, funded by the E.P. Western
Greece 2014-2020.

The creation of the Xenokrateion Archaeological Museum, in the capital of the Regional Unit of
Aitoloakarnania and seat of the Municipality of the Sacred Town of Messolonghi, comes to fill an
important gap in the cultural context of a region extremely rich in archaeological sites and monuments
and in impressive new finds unknown to the public. At the same time, the enhancement of a historical
building, closely linked to the life of the modern city, through the combination of exhibition sections
with educational and various other activities, is a major challenge, which the Ephorate is called upon
to meet through this project.

In the context of the presentation the course of the creation of the Museum and the museological concept
behind the exhibition will be briefly presented.

The archaeological study of the Bronze Age in Corfu and the site of Ano Korakiana

Archaeological research of the Bronze Age in Corfu began with the excavation of W. Dérpfeld in 1914
at Cape Kefali. In the 1960s, with the research of Professor Augustos Sordinas, it was identified spatially
and organized in terms of its basic characteristics. Research over the last decades by the Ephorate of
Antiquities of Corfu has significantly expanded our knowledge of this period on the island and has
given an insight into the nature of human activity. Recent archaeological data from the excavation of
the Ephorate in the area of Ano Korakiana offer the opportunity to study findings from a new archaeological
site. A preliminary examination of the excavated movable finds attempts to provide information about
the nature of the site and to find a possible association with others from the island of Corfu itself and
its neighboring areas. Our ultimate goal is to contribute to the study of the social groups of Corfu during
the Bronze Age and to shed light on their position in the wider Ionian Sea in the context of the latest
archaeological research.

Attica ceramics in Corfu. The case of the depositor in the plot Desylla

In this announcement will be presented generally ceramics of Corfu originating from Attica. It mainly
concerns the published black figure and red figure vases, which have been revealed from time to time
in the excavations of the city and the cemetery of ancient Corfu. We will focus in particular on the
Desylla plot and in particular on the excavation of the depositor of the years 2006-2007. The plot, has
an area of about 40 acres and is located on the edge of the area of Garitsa, where the cemetery of the
ancient city extends and borders the area of Anemomylos, where the ancient port of Alkinoos is located.
Of particular interest is the depositor found in the SW part of this plot, under an extensive layer of
destruction, in the corner of a room, part from the general set of buildings of a diligent construction,
public character. It contained very good quality black figure and red figure ceramics, consisting mainly
of fragments of craters and amphorae, with excellent pictorial performances, such as war scenes, warrior
departure scenes, warriors, and social life themes (dance scenes). These include sections of black figure
Panathenaic amphorae, all of which may be related to renowned angiographers, proof of Corfu as well-
known the relationship with Athens during the classical years. They date mainly from the end of the
6th century until the end of the 5th- early 4th century b.C.

The contribution of an electronic archive of watermarks to archive research
(General State Archives of Corfu Prefecture)

The research of paper descriptions corresponding to the watermark images in the archives of the
Venetian period is very limited internationally. Watermarks are a safe source of a variety of information.
A survey of the watermarks used in notary documents from at the General State Archives of Corfu
Prefecture started in the summer of 2019. Our in-situ research was interrupted in March 2020 due to
the Covid-19 pandemic and the subsequent general lock down. During the great outbreak of the
pandemic until today, our work continues with the digital processing of watermarks and the bibliographic
documentation. The electronic medium makes it possible to conduct very sophisticated searches for
paper matches very easily, once the database of paper descriptions and watermark images exists of the
international bibliography. The use of digital images allows us to preserve more information than
simple tracings on paper. This presentation seeks to address the following: the methodological approach
and the research up to now -focuses on the second half of the 17th century- that provides interesting
archaeological and historical information about the economic relations of the Ionian area with Italy
and the paper production centers.

Inside and outside of the walls.
Systematic research program and rescue excavations at the ancient town of Lefkada

In the last few years rescue excavations and a systematic research program are being conducted by the
Aitoloakarnania and Lefkada Ephorate of Antiguities that have revealed archaeological remains inside
and outside of the ancient Lefkada’s city walls. Inside the walls two building complexes were unearthed
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in two properties, which can be identified as parts of typical ancient houses. One of the houses was
organized with an andron and several other rooms around it.

In the center of the city an ongoing systematic research program has brought the ancient theater of
Lefkas to light. Until now, parts of the main theater (Koilon) and the orchestra have been excavated.It
seems that the theater was of great dimensions.

Outside the city walls, parts of the North Cemetery were located in two properties: the first one in close
distance outside the northern wall, where 63 graves have been excavated, while grave stelae and bases
of grave stelae were found in their original position. The second one in a street named Philosophon,
where small part of the cemetery was unearthed. Graves as well as pot burials were also found in the
South Cemetery at location “Kapassa” in Kariotes. The graves found in both cemeteries are dated from
the Archaic to the Hellenistic period.

Outside the walls, at the south port of the town, near the ancient pier, several buildings were brought
to light. More specifically part of a stoa with a large open square to the East was found as well as another
complex with many rooms, two of which had an andron and a portico to the west. From all the excavated
area a great quantity of transport amphorae was collected, among which some stamped amphora
handles. Research shows that the buildings were public and are related to the activities that took place
in front of the pier, such as trade, wine drinking and entertainment.

Presentation of the project «Promotion of the fortress of Santa Maura, Lefkada»

Built between land and sea, on the peninsula that connects Lefkada with the Acarnanian coast, the
castle of Agia Mavra is an imposing complex of fortifications that has undergone successive interventions
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from medieval times until today. It incorporates in its core different trends of the defensive architecture,
which were formed during the respective historical periods (Frankish, Ottoman, Venetian and English).
The project «<PROMOTION OF THE FORTRESS OF SANTA MAURA, LEFKADA» was included in
the Operational Programme «lonian Islands 2014-2020» with funding from the European Regional
Development Fund (ERDF) and Beneficiary the Ephorate of Antiquities of Aitoloakarnania and Lefkada.
It started on December 29, 2017 and will be completed by December 31, 2021.

The following works were carried out during the project:

construction of a circular route for the visitors in the interior of the castle to the main landmarks with
the capability of serving persons with reduced mobility, repairs at the two-room casemate of the
northeast bastion and use of it as an exhibition space, conservation of the exhibition objects, restoration
of Powder Magazine and use of it as a digital projections space, unearthing and grouting of three
cobblestone floors, restoration of the cannon loophole of the northern semi-circular bastion, placement
of a guard house/info-ticket kiosk nearby the castle entrance, construction of new toilets, restoration
of the church of Agia Mavra and the cell of Franciscan monks, extensive deforestation and tree care,
roping the dangerous places off at the castle walls, lighting of the visitors” route and selected buildings,
installation of a fire protection system, design and placement of informative and directional signs,
transportation and placement of twelve (12) cannons on the walls of the north side, creation of an
organized storage space, preparation of the necessary studies (museological, museographic and
electromechanical), aero photo shooting of the various phases of the works, issue of a trilingual
informative brochure, issue of educational printed material, issue of a brochure in Braille code, and
creation of a webpage and organization of a conference for the presentation of the monument and
project.

The new Co-financed Projects of the Ephorate of Antiquities of Kefallinia and Ithaca and the

In the current National Strategic Reference Framework (NSRF), the Ephorate of Antiquities of Kefalonia
and Ithaki managed to integrate four new Archaeological Site Enhancement Projects at Sami, Agia
Eufimia, Fiskardo and Tzanata. In the context of these Projects, the Ephorate has planned an extensive
Interdisciplinary Research Program in the fields of Archaeo/ Geo-informatics, Spatial Statistics,
Archaeometry and Geology - Reconstruction of the Paleoenvironment. This is the most complex research
program that the island of Kefalonia has ever experienced, in the framework of which all the archaeological
and archaeo-spatial data will be analyzed and further evaluated. New interpretive approaches will be
attempted on the basis of primary and secondary data, as well as the most modern epistemological
approaches.

The settlement pendulum, a methodological tool for the study of settlement pattern changes in
aregion. Application in the Kephalonia case

The settlement pendulum is a methodological tool contributing to the archaeological investigation of
settlement distribution and pattern change of a region. In this model, the settlement of a region alternates
between two extremes, that of dispersion and that of nucleation. The position on the arc of the pendulum
reveals certain settlement features during a specific period, such as the size and duration of settlements,
as well as the interrelationship at economic and/or political level. In this presentation the settlement
pendulum model is presented systematically for the first time and is applied to Kephalonia. Particularly,
all published archaeological data is taken into account in order to examine settlement pattern changes
on the island from prehistoric to Roman times.

Chamber tombs and “Siroi”, Archaeology and Geosciences. An interdisciplinary approach to the
technique of bedrock extraction and construction of chamber tombs in Kefalonia during the
Late Helladic period

Chamber tomb cemeteries are the main “visible” evidence of the Mycenaean presence on the island of
Kefalonia during the Late Helladic period, especially after the so-called Collapse. They are located both
in the west of the island, in Paliki, and in its central part, in the area extended from Razata to Metaxata.
Kefallenian chamber tombs are monumental structures, the construction of which is a laborious process,
given that they are hewn out of the natural bedrock, namely Pliocene (5.333-2.58 million years) lithological
formations, which mainly consist of lagoonal sediments. The Pliocene is mainly represented by a layer
of limestone, which upwards turns into yellowish sand, sandstone, and sandy limestone. This indicates
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a gradual change of its granulometric composition, which in combination with the adverse weather
conditions and the intense tectonism that characterizes this area, the anisotropic geotechnical behavior
prevails and is expressed with the differential hardness and cohesion of the rocks.

Morphological and construction characteristics of these burial monuments reflect on the one hand the
particularity of this island region, on the other hand local diversities, which, in their turn and in
combination with the observed spatial and construction pattern, allow a new approach to the archaeological
record of the period.

New evidence about tomb typology and funerary practices in the city Panormos of Cephalonia.
A presentation of preliminary data emerged from a recent rescue excavation at the locality
Andreas’ Limani of Fiskardo

Recent data from the excavation in the village of Fiskardo at the northeastern part of Cephalonia confirm
continuously that the city Panormos which is discovered in the area was developed during Roman
times. In fact the flourishing of the city is largely reflected in its burial architecture, often monumental,
which shows distinctive influences by well-known centers of the Roman world.

A part of a Roman cemetery of the city came to light very recently at the locality Andreas’ Limani, at
the southwest end of the village, in the Alexandros' Tselentis plot. The plot was researched in the frame
of arescue excavation and there it is possible to be observed types of Roman tombs and specific funerary
practices which introduce new evidence to the current research data, mainly for the simplest tombs
forms of this period in the city and possibly for their land-use planning in relation to the social stratification
of the deceased, as well as to the customs followed by Panormites. The current article is an early
presentation of these data.

Roman honorary inscriptions from Fiskardo (“H IIOAIZ AAPTANQN ITANOPMITQN") of
Kefallinia

From an excavation research, conducted at the Tselenti property in 2005-7, at the Tigania of Fiskardo
position, the archaeologist’s spade brought to light important building relics for which we suppose
that they belong to the market (agora) of the settlement of the roman period.

One of the most important remains is a roadside paved rectangular space where inscribed stone pedestals
were unveiled in a I'T shaped arrangement, on their upper surface of which imprints corresponding to
the soles of statues can be seen. The epigraphic testimonies provide important information about the
religion and the state organization of the city, but also about prominent people. For the first time the
name of the city is declared, “H ITOAIZ AAPIANQN ITANOPMITQN", which is connected to Nikopolis,
as demonstrated by a name of an agonothetes of Great Actia («<KATQNOGETHZ TQN ME'AAQN
AKTIQN>»).

The Heroon of Odysseus in Ithaca, Reconcider

The aim of this paper is to reconsider the expressed by the late Prf. H.G. Buchholz in the honorary
volume Awpov for Prof. S. lakovidis in 2009, that the Heroon of Odysseus or O6vooeiov is situated at
the site of the School of Homer in North Ithaca. My suggestion, however, is based on earlier archaeological
data (of the British School at Athens from the 1930’s) and my recent excavations on the island (1994-
2011), is that this heroon was not at this place but most probably near the well-known cave at Polis. At
the site of the School of Homer, where a prehistoric acropolis, architectural remains and a Mycenaean
underground spring and workshop were recognized, I suggest that it was the place of the Homeric
palace of Odysseus.

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School of Homer, 1998-2021: The On-Going Research Project of the
University of Ioannina in North Ithaca

This paper presents the progress of the research programme of the University of loannina in North
Ithaca over the past years, within the context of an on-going Agreement for Cultural Development,
with the participation of the Ephorate of Antiquities for Kephallenia and Ithaca, the University of
Ioannina and the Prefecture of the Ionian Islands. The plan aims at the protection and promotion of
the monuments excavated at the major archaeological site of Ayios Athanasios in northwest Ithaca, a
well-harboured area showing the longest record of human settlement and multiform activity on the
island, with a time-span from the Neolithic to the Roman period.

The site, known as the School of Homer since the beginning of the 19th century (W. Gell, W. M. Leake)
has been the terrain of systematic excavations (1994-2011) by the University of loannina, under the late
Professor Litsa Kontorli-Papadopoulou (2017, with bibliography) and Mr. Athanasios Papadopoulos,
Emeritus Professor of Prehistoric Archaeology (2003).

The work of our team, apart from its contribution to the progress of the project on the site proper,
entails: the treatment/conservation, re-examination, fuller documentation and promotion of the
numerous movable finds of different periods from the University Excavation through new publications
and exhibitions in the Archaeological Museums in Ithaca, at Vathy and Stavros.

New data and results deriving from the re-consideration of a large quantity of ceramic and other finds
from various sectors, in conjunction with the nature of the architectural evidence on the site, are now
seen to contribute considerably to the understanding of the site’s functions during the Final Neolithic,
Late Mycenaean, Late Classical, Hellenistic and Roman periods.

The extant Mycenaean material, although limited until now, may be claimed to offer, together with
some special features at the site, secure evidence for the inclusion of the School of Homer in the network
of sites in northwestern Ithaca, which define the crucial area of the urban centre of the island in the
flourishing Mycenaean palatial phase (14th-13th cent. B.C.).

In our paper, due emphasis is put on the importance of the various classes of finds of Hellenistic-Roman
times, including those from W. Vollgraft’s excavation (1905), which constitute the bulk of the material.
The Hellenistic phase at the site is marked by the development of a monumental compound consisting
of strong units and arranged in terraces, with impressive features of rock-cut architecture. It should be
viewed as a complex of formal/ public character (of the Ithacans), with multiple, mainly cultic, function,
very probably related to the legendary past of the area.

Further evidence for the settlement at Ioannina Basin over the Late Bronze - Early Iron Age:

New Bronze Age cist tomb, Skamneli (Zagori)

Weaponry finds from the Hellenistic settlements of Epirus

The weaponry and throwing remains from the Hellenistic acropolis of Kastritsa (Epirus, NW Greece)
is a new and unexpected archaeological evidence, directly connected with the episode of the siege of
“Tecmon”, roughly recorded in the ancient sources. In the archaeology of Epirus, the discovery and
analysis of relevant “military” testimonies is quite rare (with the exception of the finds from “Necromanteion
of Acheron” or those from Ambracia, the latter connected with the siege of 189 B.C.). The present
research focuses on the systematic indexing of the material remains related or linked to some kind of
warfare or hostilities: arrowheads, slingshot missiles, stone missiles from stone-projector catapults etc).
The research examines evidence from a variety of settlements in Epirus (excavated or partly investigated),
dated to the Hellenistic Period. The results are considered preliminary due to the lack of systematic
excavations but nevertheless indicative as to their quantity, spread or density.

Agricultural and commercial settlements of late antiquity, at “Ampelia”, in Episkopiko, Ioannina

During the construction works of the Ionian Road in the Ioannina basin (2014-2016), in a position located
between the settlements of Ampelia and Episkopiko, 10 km. approximately 10 km. south of the city of
Ioannina and in the east of the Hellenistic period citadel located at the height of “Kastri” Episkopiko,
the excavation in area, in the center of which dominates a rocky hill, brought to light building remains
and a total of 10 tombs of late Roman and early Byzantine times. In this announcement we will present
the remains of a large building found in 2019, at the foundation level, following the excavation on the
north side of the hill.

Its study in relation to the other building remains that had been discovered in the area, leads to their
characterization as an agricultural installation-commercial station. The correlation of the archeological
data with the natural relief of the area will contribute to the understanding of the contacts between the
basin and Amvrakia, while at the same time the topography of the area will be enriched, as the excavation
adds to the map new archeological sites, unknown until today.

Conservation works in a “group” of bronze objects dating in the Classical period from
Exochi (Konitsa)

In February 2019 rescue excavations near the village Exochi of the Municipality of Konitsa brought to
light a group of bronze objects: A bucket with a bust of Dionysus on the handles, a small bow], a ladle,
twojugs, a cantharus, a strainer and a bowl, which date back to classical times. Due to their importance,
the findings were extracted from the ground along with the volume of soil that surrounded them in
order to keep them in their state of discovery. Then, they were transferred to the conservation laboratories
of the Archaeological Museum of Thessaloniki where a “micro-excavation” took place during which
the objects were completely revealed and all their fragments were collected. Finally, invasive maintenance
work was performed that included mechanical cleaning with tools, reassembles and additions in order
to optimally highlight the initial condition of these important findings.

Maintenance of movable artifacts at EF of Arta

The laboratory for the preservation of movable artifacts of the Ephorate of Antiquities at the Museum
of Arta carries out maintenance and restoration of archeological artifacts, which come from excavations.
The artifacts for preservation come from the Necropolis-Prominence of Amvrakia, the Arta Castle,
Parigoritissa, Agia Theodora, the Small Theater, as well as from various sites. More specifically, ceramic,
glass, metallic and stone objects are preserved. The main interventions include, cleaning-fixing-welding-
completion and finally aesthetic restoration where necessary, depending always on the special maintenance
needs of the item. The assessment of the item’s condition when it reaches the laboratory is followed
by the identification of the needed maintenance interventions by applying the appropriate technical
methods. At the end, the conditions for the protection of archaeological artifacts are established. The
items are maintained to ensure their structural stability and aesthetic perfection always in compliance
with the international codes of ethics for the preservation of cultural property.

Rescue excavation at Ormos Vathi, ancient port settlement of Nicopolis

The plot owned by Fotis & Apostolos Stefanou is located on the west shore of Ormos Vathi in the
western part of Ag. Thomas Peninsula at Preveza. The wider area, also known as Faneromeni, has been
declared an archaeological site in 2011 as -according to the findings of the systematic surface research
program (Nicopolis Project) carried out in the early 1990s-, was identified as the port settlement of
Nicopolis. The rescue excavation was carried out on the plot during two periods (2016 and 2020) in
order to investigate the area of the property that was to be built. A part of a workshop or an extended
house with eight independent workshop rooms was discovered. Based on the findings the building
had a long period of use from the imperial times up until the 4th-6th century A.D. Both morphologically
and chronologically, the building is part of the ancient settlement -that had been investigated during
the last decade by the Ephorate of Antiquities in the area- and its excavation results supplementing
our knowledge of the topography of the ancient settlement.

Mosaic floors from a villa rustica of the roman period at Kanali, Preveza

During excavations, between the years 2013-2018, on private property in Kanali of Preveza, a roman
urban villa was unearthed. This paper will focus on the presentation of the mosaic floors, discovered
in the year 2018, in four rooms of the house bath and another one in an adjacent room of the house.
Of particular interest are the mosaic floors from the sweat chamber of the bath (sudatoriom), depicting
metal vessels, and from one adjacent room northwest of the bath, depicting wine leafs, grapes and
birds. Obviously, there are differentiations between those mosaics, as far as construction details are
concerned, but also in their subject matters. The floors of the bath can be dated according to parallels
from Nicopolis and other examples from the Empire to the mid- or late 2nd century AD, while the
mosaic of the room northwest of the bath to the 4th century AD.

New archaeological evidence from the Cemeteries of Nicopolis near the Komaros port

During 2018 -2019 the Ephorate of antiquities of Preveza, with the contribution of the Perfecture of
Epirus, made configurations and deforestations at the seaside area west of ancient Nicopolis. In the
Mytika village, in the area known as “Pharos”, two cist graves that can be dated to the 4th century A.D
and a later building complex have been found.

During deforestations works in order to protect the forest of Monolithi from fire, well preserved burial
monuments that were not known until then came into light. Furthermore, parts of the road that was
leading to the harbor Komaros were revealed.

Reviling this area will accomplish the picture of the main road that was leading to the town in the
antiquity. The provided elements will be the motive to enhance the west part of Nicopolis.
